Any unexpended balance as of June 30, 1996 in the
Health Care Subsidy Fund received through the .53 percent annual
assessment hospitals made during fiscal year 1996 is hereby appropriated.

Notwithstanding the provisions of section 7 of P.L. 1992, c.160

Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, and notwithstanding
the terms of any repayment agreement with the Department of Health
concerning charity care overpayments, the department shall forgive any
repayment due to be made to the department in fiscal year 1997 as
repayment of a charity care overpayment that is due from a hospital which
meets the following conditions: (a) the hospital received in 1995 less than
50% of that hospital’'s 1993 “Charity Care” Subsidy payments, exclusive
of any supplemental payments received during fiscal year 1996, (b) the
hospital receives less than 33% of that hospital’s total uncompensated care
in subsidy, (c) the hospital does not receive any subsidy payment under the
“Other Uncompensated Care” subsidy account in 1995, and (d) the
hospital treats a substantial amount of problem billed cases as measured by
having at least $4,000,000 from the Hospital Relief Fund in the Division
of Medical Assistance and Health Services in the Department of Human
Services during fiscal year 1996.
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
