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                   Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the Department of
Transportation may transfer Transportation Trust Fund monies to federal
projects contracted in federal fiscal years 1998 and 1999 until such time as
federal funds become available for the projects. These transfers shall be
subject to the approval of the Director of the Division of Budget and
Accounting and the Legislative Budget Finance Officer. Subject to the
receipt of federal funds, the Transportation Trust Fund shall be reimbursed
for all monies that were transferred to advance federally funded projects.
