This notice is for eligible retirees whose reimbursement for the cost of Medicare Part B coverage is capped by law or by bargaining
agreement at $46.10 but have paid an Income Related Monthly Adjustment Amount (IRMAA) surcharge for Medicare Part D coverage
during 2023.

Please review this notice in its entirety as the instructions to request reimbursement may be different than in prior years.

Medicare Premium Charges

Medicare charges premiums for Medicare Part B, covering doctor visits, and Part D, the prescription drug benefit, to people on
Medicare. In 2023, the basic premium for Part B was $164.90 per month. The basic premium for Medicare Part D varies by the plan
each individual chooses.

In addition to the basic premium, some individuals must also pay a surcharge related to their income. This surcharge is called the
Income Related Monthly Adjustment Amount (IRMAA). An individual's IRMAA surcharge is based on their reported Modified
Adjusted Gross Income (MAGI) together with their tax filing status. The standard premiums are increased by the surcharge imposed
when MAGI exceeds certain levels, as shown in the chart below.

2-Year Lookback

Medicare uses the MAGI reported on the federal tax return from two years prior to determine the IRMAA surcharge. For example, the
income reported on your 2020 tax return was used to determine your monthly IRMAA surcharge in 2023.

Claim your IRMAA Surcharge Reimbursement

If you or your eligible spouse/partner paid for Medicare Part D, you may be eligible for reimbursement from the State of New Jersey for
the IRMAA surcharges you paid. To claim your reimbursement, you must provide proof of the IRMAA premiums paid in 2023."

IRMAA claim processing will begin no later than May 1, 2024.

Documentation received after May 31, 2024, may not be accepted. Therefore, claims should be submitted timely, or you may forfeit
reimbursement.

Note: Separate claim forms must be submitted for each eligible retiree and spouse.
