WHEREAS, Specialist Millet Meletiche was a dedicated
soldier as well as a loving son and brother, whose memory lives

WHEREAS, Specialist Millet Meletiche’s patriotism and
dedicated service to his country and his fellow soldiers make
it appropriate and fitting for the State of New Jersey to
remember him and his family, to mark his passing, and to honor
his memory;

NOW, THEREFORE, 1, CHRIS CHRISTIE, Governor of the State of
