The agency proposal follows:

Summary


Currently, the minimum length for a craps table is 12 feet and the maximum length is 14 feet.  N.J.A.C. 19:46-1.11(a)1.  The proposed amendment would eliminate the minimum length requirement to enable casino licensees to accommodate certain craps players who prefer a smaller, more intimate craps table.


Unlike other table games where a prescribed maximum number of players are seated at designated positions around a gaming table, there is no rule that prescribes the maximum number of players who can play while standing at a craps table.  The maximum number of craps players at a table is subject to the discretion of the casino licensee, which in large part depends on the ability of craps personnel to accommodate players and supervise the game.  Although the proposed amendment may result in fewer players at a craps table, the proposal does not alter the minimum staffing requirements for each craps table required by N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.12(b) and (c).

This notice of proposal is not required to be referenced in a rulemaking calendar since a public comment period of 60 days is being provided.  See N.J.A.C. 1:30-3.3(a)5.


Full text of the proposal follows (deletions indicated in brackets [thus]):

19:46-1.11  Craps and mini-craps tables; physical characteristics


(a)  Craps and mini-craps shall be played on an oblong table with rounded corners and high walled sides.
