Irregularites; Dealing Procedure; Disclosure of Card Dealt in Error

Rules of the Games

Temporary Amendments:  N.J.A.C. 19:47-3.12, 4.12 and 7.11

The temporary rules follow:

Summary


In the authorized casino table games of baccarat-punto banco, baccarat-chemin de fer and minibaccarat, cards are dealt to a “Player’s Hand” and to a “Banker’s Hand” in accordance with pre-determined rules.  In each game, after two cards are initially dealt to both hands, a third card may be dealt to either hand depending on the point count ascribed to the two-card hand.  No other cards are to be dealt during a round of play.


Irregularities for each game govern the not unusual circumstance of the dealer dealing a card not authorized by the rules which cannot be used during the round of play by either hand.  They generally provide that the card disclosed in error and an additional number of cards that corresponds to the value ascribed to the disclosed card be removed from the dealing shoe, not be used in play, and placed in the discard rack.  Thus, for example, if an “8” is disclosed in error, the 8 and eight more cards are removed from the dealing shoe face upwards, and all nine cards are then placed in the discard rack before the next round of play can be dealt.


The temporary amendments to the irregularities for baccarat-punto banco and minibaccarat at N.J.A.C. 19:47-3.12 and 7.11, respectively, would enable a casino licensee to chose from three optional procedures, one of which is the current procedure, if a card dealt in error is disclosed and cannot be used by either hand during the round of play.  In such circumstance, the dealer shall perform the procedure elected by the casino licensee in its games checklist.  A casino licensee may elect a procedure whereby: (i) the disclosed card and an additional number of cards equal to the amount on this card shall be drawn face upwards from the shoe and placed in the discard rack; (ii) the disclosed card shall be placed in the discard rack, and one additional card shall be burned face downwards and placed in the discard rack; or (iii) the disclosed card shall be used as the first card of a simulated hand in which no player shall be permitted to wager and the hand shall be dealt pursuant to the rules of the subchapter.  The temporary amendment to the irregularity for baccarat-chemin de fer at N.J.A.C. 19:47-4.12 would conform these options for that game.  Additional amendments would recodify later subsections without any changes to the text.


Full text of the temporary adoption follows (additions indicated in boldface thus; deletions indicated in brackets [thus]):

19:47-3.12   Irregularities


(a)  A third card dealt to the "Player's Hand" when no third card is authorized by these regulations shall become the third card of the "Banker's Hand" if the "Banker's Hand" is obliged to draw by Table 2 of [section 9 of this subchapter] N.J.A.C. 19:47-3.9(c).  If, in such circumstances, the "Banker's Hand" is required to stay, the card dealt in error shall become the first card of the next hand [unless it has been disclosed.  In such case, the disclosed card and an additional number of cards equal to the amount on this card shall be drawn face upwards from the shoe and placed in the discard bucket] except as otherwise provided in (c) below.


(b)  A card drawn in [excess] error from the shoe [if not disclosed] shall be used as the first card of the next hand of play[.  If the card has been disclosed, a burn card procedure as described in (a) above, shall be implemented] except as otherwise provided in (c) below.


(c)  If a card dealt in error pursuant to (a) or (b) above is disclosed at the time it is dealt, the dealer shall perform the procedure in (c)1 through 3 below that has been pre-selected by the casino licensee in its rules of the game submission.

The disclosed card and an additional number of cards equal to the value of the disclosed card shall be drawn face upwards from the shoe and placed in the discard bucket.


2.
The disclosed card and one additional card drawn face downwards from the shoe shall be placed in the discard bucket without disclosing the additional card.


3.
The disclosed card shall be used as the first card of a simulated round of play in which no wagers shall be accepted, the cards shall be dealt in accordance with the rules of this subchapter and the cards shall be discarded upon completion of the dealing procedures.

[(c)] (d)  [All cards] Any card found face upwards in the shoe shall not be used in the game and shall be placed in the discard bucket, along with an additional [amount] number of cards, drawn face upwards, [which agrees with the number on the cards] equal to the value of the card found face upwards in the shoe.


[(d)] (e)  (No change in text.)

19:47-4.12  Irregularities


(a) – (d)  (No change.)


(e)  A card dealt face upwards to the Dominant Player after he or she has said "Stay" shall become the Banker's card in the event the Banker is obliged to draw or [has] would have had the option of drawing a third card in accordance with [these regulations] the rules of this subchapter.  If the Banker is required to stay [under these regulations], the card dealt in [excess and an additional number of cards equal to the amount on the card drawn in] error shall be [drawn face upwards from the shoe and placed in the discard bucket at the table] governed by the provisions of (h) below.


(f)  A card dealt face upwards to the Dominant Player after he or she has said "Stay" and the dealer has mistakenly said "Card" shall become the Banker's card only in the event the Banker is obligated to draw a third card under [these regulations] the rules of this subchapter.  If the Banker is [not obligated to draw] required to stay or has the option of drawing a third card, the card dealt in [excess and an additional number of cards equal to the amount on the card drawn in] error shall be [drawn face upwards from the shoe and placed in the discard bucket at the table] governed by the provisions of (h) below.


(g)  There shall be no penalty for a card drawn in [excess] error from the shoe if it remains undisclosed.  A card so drawn shall be used as the first card of the next hand providing that the cutting card has not been exposed in the shoe or drawn therefrom.  In the course of play, cards once drawn from the shoe shall not be replaced.  If a card drawn in error is disclosed at the time it is dealt, the card shall be governed by the provisions of (h) below.

(h)  If a card dealt in error is disclosed and cannot be used by the Dominant Player or the Banker pursuant to (e), (f) or (g) above, the dealer shall perform the procedure in (h)1 through 3 below that has been pre-selected by the casino licensee in its rules of the game submission.


1.
The disclosed card and an additional number of cards equal to the value of the disclosed card shall be drawn face upwards from the shoe and placed in the discard bucket.


2.
The disclosed card and one additional card drawn face downwards from the shoe shall be placed in the discard bucket without disclosing the additional card.


3.
The disclosed card shall be used as the first card of a simulated round of play in which no wagers shall be accepted, the cards shall be dealt in accordance with the rules of this subchapter and the cards shall be discarded upon completion of the dealing procedures.


[(h)] (i)  (No change in text.)


[(i)] (j)  [Cards] Any card found turned face upwards in the shoe shall not be used in the game and shall be placed in the discard bucket, along with an additional [amount] number of cards, drawn face upwards, [which agrees with the number on the cards] equal to the value of the card found face upwards in the shoe.  The last hand of a shoe shall be void when a card of that hand is found face upwards in the shoe.


[(j)] (k)  (No change.)

19:47-7.11  Irregularities


(a)  A third card dealt to the "Player's Hand", when no third card is authorized by these regulations, shall become the third card of the "Banker's Hand" if the "Banker's Hand" is obliged to draw by Table 2 of N.J.A.C. 19:47-7.9.  If, in such circumstances, the "Banker's Hand" is required to stay, the card dealt in error shall become the first card of the next hand [unless it has been disclosed.  In such case, the disclosed card and an additional number of cards equal to the amount on this card shall be drawn face upwards from the shoe and placed in the discard rack] except as otherwise provided in (c) below.


(b)  A card drawn in error from the shoe[, if not disclosed,] shall be used as the first card of the next hand of play[.  If the card has been disclosed, a burn card procedure as described in (a) above, shall be implemented] except as otherwise provided in (c) below.


(c)  If a card dealt in error pursuant to (a) or (b) above is disclosed at the time it is dealt, the dealer shall perform the procedure in (c)1 through 3 below that has been pre-selected by the casino licensee in its rules of the game submission.


1.
The disclosed card and an additional number of cards equal to the value of the disclosed card shall be drawn face upwards from the shoe and placed in the discard rack.


2.
The disclosed card and one additional card drawn face downwards from the shoe shall be placed in the discard rack without disclosing the additional card.


3.
The disclosed card shall be used as the first card of a simulated round of play in which no wagers shall be accepted, the cards shall be dealt in accordance with the rules of this subchapter and the cards shall be discarded upon completion of the dealing procedures.


[(c)] (d)  [All cards] Any card found face upwards in the shoe shall not be used in the game and shall be placed in the discard rack, along with an additional [amount] number of cards, drawn face upwards, [which agrees with the number on the cards] equal to the value of the card found face upwards in the shoe.
