Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of February 1, 2006  (transcript page 8).

2.

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 10 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 4-0 granted 13 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*) (transcript pages 8-9).
3.
By votes of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Joseph E. Thomas, Jr., Veronica M Jamison, Sandra D. Trettner, William L. Wiederhold, Kevin V. Nguyen, Shudong Cui, Sandy M Fisher, Mitchell L. Greenidge, Santo Stracuzzi, Jose Aviles, Michael Bell, Stanelle R. Franklin, Willie J. Haye, Jr. and Melveyne K. Scudder     (rulings number 06-02-15-03-A, 06-02-15-03-B, 06-02-15-03-C, 06-02-15-03-D, 06-02-15-03-E, 06-02-15-03-F, 06-02-15-03-G, 06-02-15-03-H, 06-02-15-03-I, 06-02-15-03-J, 06-02-15-03-K, 06-02-15-03-L, 06-02-15-03-M, 06-02-15-03-O);

approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credentials held by Robert C. Bing.  Respondent may petition for non-credential employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation (ruling number 06-02-15-03-N; transcript pages 10-11).

4.
By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Deborah J. Pate  (a/k/a Debbie Beck).  Respondent is prohibited from employment in any capacity by a casino licensee, including any non-credential position (ruling number 06-02-15-04; transcript pages 11-12).

5.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-85d(1), as to Elsia Casale in her capacity as Vice President of Corporate Teleservices for Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc, subject to the condition stated in the resolution (PRN 0110603) (ruling number 06-02-15-05; transcript pages 12-14).

6.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Scott Santos qualified to serve as Vice President of Human Resources, Eastern Division of Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc.  (ruling number 06-02-15-06; transcript pages 14-16).

7.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved the petition of Boardwalk Regency Corporation, (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City) for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, to permit the temporary expansion of its Casino Floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 0190603)  (ruling number 06-02-15-07; transcript pages 17-18).

8.
By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:41-9.8  (Gaming Related Casino Service Industry License Fee)  (transcript pages 18-19).
9.
By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication amendments and new rules for Flop Poker (transcript pages 20-21).
10.
By a vote of 4-0  a) preliminarily approved blackjack bonanza wager as a new variation of a game compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;  b)  authorized the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of blackjack bonanza wager to begin on or after March 13, 2006; subject to the conditions listed below, and continued for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;  c)  temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the above test;  d)  delegated to the Director of the Division of Compliance the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of blackjack offered with the blackjack bonanza wager; and to approve any gaming equipment necessary to the implementation of the test; and  e)  conditioned any test of blackjack bonanza wager upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of blackjack bonanza wager 
 f)  further,


conditioned any preliminary approval of blackjack with the blackjack bonanza wager and the commencement of any test of blackjack offered with the blackjack bonanza wager upon the filing of a completed application for a casino service industry license by and the issuance of a transactional waiver to Blackjack Bonanza, Inc  (transcript pages 21-24).

In accordance with Resolution No. 05-12-14-19, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, March 1, 2006, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 24).


Mr. Franklin Johnson, a resident of North Carolina, addressed the Commission during the public participation portion of the meeting  (transcript pages 24-26).

The meeting adjourned at 10:49.
