Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of March 15, 2006  (transcript page 8).

2.

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 32 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*). 


By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of Transact Technologies, Incorporated  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the renewal application of Joseph Sarnese for a casino key employee license and for qualification as Vice President of Table Games Marketing for RIH Acquisition NJ, LLC.

By a vote of 5-0 granted 15 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino


employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

The application requesting the renewal of Fondacaro Companies, Inc. for a casino service industry license, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92 (c) has been adjourned to the April 19, 2006 public meeting.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the casino service industry license renewal application of North American Video, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  Reginald Fullwood, Jr., Vice President of Service Strategy for Marina Associates; Stephen E. Heise, Vice President of Human Resources for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc; Virginia M. McDowell, Vice President & Chief Information Officer for Trump Entertainment; Wesley L. Nall, Jr., Vice President of IT Operations for Resorts International Hotel, Inc; and Walter J. Tirrell, 3rd, Executive Director of Property Operations for ACE Gaming, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 10-15).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., (t/a Showboat Casino Hotel) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Brett C. Kline, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89 (e ) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Assistant General Manager, without first having been found qualified (PRN 0800601) (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 15-16).

4.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Danielle j. Banton (a/k/a Danielle J. keyes), Joseph V. Decello, Lizbeth Gonzalez (a/k/a Lizbeth Brown, Lizbeth Gonzales), Christian S. Tunney, Frank N. D’Agostino, Alfine P. Gallaway, Kenneth T. Campbell and Carolyn E. Johnson (rulings number 06-04-05-04-A, 06-04-05-04-B, 06-04-05-04-C, 06-04-05-04-D, 06-04-05-04-F, 06-04-05-04-H, 06-04-05-04-J);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credential held by Marco T. Mejia.  Respondent may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-04-05-04-E);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied casino employee license application of Ronald Ferraro.  Applicant may work in a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-04-05-04-G);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credential held by Diane L. Ozdogan and denied her casino employee license application.  Respondent may be employed in a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-04-05-04-I); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and allowed Carolyn E. Johnson, to withdraw her renewal application for a casino employee license.  Applicant may hold a casino service employee registration and be employed in a non-credential hotel position; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-04-05-04-K).


Approved the stipulation of settlement as modified to substitute a section 91e waiver for rehabilitation, and good cause is found, pursuant to section 106c of the Act to allow Mario E. Guzman, (a/k/a Guillermo J. Gonzalez) to retain his casino service employee registration.  A civil penalty of $250 was imposed for violation of section 86b of the Act and respondent is required to document an extension of his employment authorization status on or before April 19, 2006.  Respondent may apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-04-05-04-L; transcript pages 16-19).

The request of Geraldine M. Eggers to withdraw her casino key employee license application has been adjourned  (05-0710-MI)  (transcript page 19).
6.
By a vote of 5-0, based upon non-compliance with the reporting conditions set forth in the respective orders, vacated the existing Orders and denied the respective license applications of Sherman G. Birkett, Mark Rush and Ricky T. White  (ruling number 06-04-05-06-A, 06-04-05-06-B, 06-04-05-06-C; transcript pages 19-20).

7.
Petition for early reapplication of Carla A. Jamal (a/k/a Carla Rotellini) (06-0041-RA) has been adjourned to the April 19, 2006 public meeting.

By a vote of 5-0 denied Sandra L. Lovest permission to reapply early for a casino employee license.  However, granted Ms Lovest permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 06-04-05-07-B; transcript pages 20-32).

By vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Marc A Bongiorno, Margaret E. Harbright, Jose D. Molina and Miriam Santiago  (ruling number 06-04-05-08-A, 06-04-05-08-B, 06-04-05-08-C, 06-04-05-08-D; transcript page 33).

9.
By vote of 5-0 granted the petition of Flatiron Capital Corporation for an exemption from casino service industry licensure, based on it being comparably regulated, as permitted by N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c ) and N.J.A.C 19:51-1.13 (PRN 3330501)  (ruling number 06-04-05-09; transcript pages 33-36).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Richard Weber temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President, Corporate Controller for Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Weber file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by April 20, 2006  (PRN 0690608) (ruling number 06-04-05-10; transcript pages 36-38).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found the following qualifiers of Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc. plenarily qualified:  a) Paul Keller, Executive Vice President of Design and Construction;  b) Jeanne-Marie Wilkins, Vice President of Business Strategy; c) Brian Savacool, Vice President of Taxation and d) Dale Black, Executive Vice President and Chief Financial Officer  (ruling number 06-04-05-11; transcript pages 38-40).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Dorothy Lynn Butler qualified to serve as Vice President of Corporate Development-It for Resorts International Holdings, LLC  (ruling number 06-04-05-12; transcript pages 40-42).
13.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found David Krasn qualified to serve as Vice President of Tax for Boyd Gaming Corporation  (ruling number 06-04-05-13; transcript pages 42-44).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved WMS Gaming, Inc “Powerball” slot system and the associated slot system agreement, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 0800609) (ruling number 06-04-05-13; transcript pages 44-47).
15.
By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.21  (Written Variance Report Threshold) (transcript pages 47-48).
16.
By a vote of 5-0 approved for republication and temporarily adopted amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.24a(C)  (Wire Transfers And Electronic Fund Transfers) (transcript pages 48-49).
17.
By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.35  (Slot Supervisors Imprest Inventory) (transcript pages 49-51)
18.
By a vote of 4-0  a) preliminarily approved Ultimate Texas Hold'em as a new game compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;  b)  authorized the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of Ultimate Texas Hold'em to begin on or after May 8, 2006; subject to the conditions listed below, and continued for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;  c)  temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the above test;  d)  delegated to the Director of the Division of Compliance the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of Ultimate Texas Hold'em; and to approve any gaming equipment necessary to the implementation of the test; and  e)  conditioned any test of Ultimate Texas Hold'em upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of Ultimate Texas Hold'em (transcript pages 51-55).

By a vote of 4-0  a) preliminarily approved Pai Gow Bonus Wager as a new wager compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;  b)  authorized the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of the new wager to begin on or after May 8, 2006; subject to the conditions listed below, and continued for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;  c)  temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the above test;  d)  delegated to the Director of the Division of Compliance the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of the new wager; and  e)  conditioned any test of Pai Gow Bonus Wager upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of the new wager  (transcript pages 55-57).
