Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of August 2, 2006 (transcript page 9).

2.
By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 18 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of Worldtech Enterprises, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 4-0 granted 7 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 4-0 granted the casino service industry license initial application, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(c) for Allied Beverage Group, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 4-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:   Mark Juliano,  Chief Operating Officer for Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC ; Trump Marina Associates, LLC and Trump Plaza Associates, LLC ; Allan W. Noble,  Vice President of Hotel Operations for Marina Associates ; and Kevin S. Smith,  Regional Vice President of Litigation for RIH Acquisition NJ and Resorts International, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 10-13).

3.
The Petition of Gaming Partners International USA, Inc. (GPI-USA), Gaming Partners International S.A.S. (GPI-SAS) and GPI Mexicana S.A. de C.V. (GPI-Mexicana) for the temporary qualification of Robert J. Kelly, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B; and for the issuance of casino service industry licenses to GPI-USA, GPI-SAS, and GPI-Mexicana pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(a) was adjourned without date.  (PRN 1380605)  (transcript pages 13).

4.
The stipulations of settlement and consent agreement of Robert L. Daughtry, Sr.  (a/k/a Bobbie L. Daughtry, Robert Hodge, Robert Doughtry) (06-0136-EA) and David B. Johnson (05-0680-RC) was adjourned without date.

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Scott T. Eldridge, Steven Foster, William E. Joyner, Lynette M. Erman, and Robert Wind   (rulings number  06-08-02-04-B, 06-08-02-04-C, 06-08-02-04-E, 06-08-02-04-F, 06-08-02-04-I, 06-08-02-04-J, 06-08-02-04-K, 06-08-02-04-L).

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied the casino employee license application of Charles J. Cipparone.  Applicant may work in a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (06-08-02-04-A).

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credentials held by Cristina M. Barrella.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (06-08-02-04-D; transcript pages 14-15).
5.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the Stipulation of Settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $40,000 against Resorts International Hotel, Inc., (d/b/a Resorts Atlantic City) for violation of Commission regulations regarding access to its information system (06-0217-VC)  (ruling number 06-08-16-05; transcript pages 15-17).
6.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the Initial Decision and  a)  found Robert Swan not in violation of Commission regulations;  b)  suspended the credentials held by James Doherty for 20 working days, for violation of N.J.A.C-19:45-1.10b and 1.11b (05-0307-VC)  (ruling number 06-08-16-06; transcript pages 17-22).

7.
By a vote of 4-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request for preliminary placement of the Order placing the name of John Michael Redington, (a/k/a Jerome Casey, James Knowles, John McCormick, William McCormick, John Reddington, Michael Reddington, Michael Reed, John Reilly and John Riley) on the exclusion list, pending the final outcome of the related petition for final exclusion  (06-0112-EL) (rulings number 06-08-16-07; transcript pages 24-26).

8.
By a vote of 4-0 granted the petition of Cingular Wireless PCS, LLC for an exemption from non-gaming related casino service industry licensure, based on its comparable regulation, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c ) and N.J.A.C 19:51-1.13 of the Act  (PRN 0890601)  (ruling number 06-08-16-08; transcript pages 26-27).

9.
Considered the petition of Cummins-Allison Corporation requesting a waiver of qualification for Glenview State Bank:


By a vote of 4-0 granted the petition and found that Glenview State Bank lacks the ability to control Cummins-Allison Corporation, as permitted by N.J.A.C 19:51-1.14(b)(4), subject to the condition that Glenview State Bank, comply with the Commission’s notice and filing requirements, should it subsequently determine to influence or affect the affairs of Cummins-Allison Corp. (PRN 1030609)  (ruling number 06-08-16-09; transcript pages 27-31).
10.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Robert Hebeler temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President Customer Service Assurance (Eastern Division) for Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Hebeler file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by August 31, 2006  (PRN 2150612) (ruling number 06-08-16-10; transcript pages 31-33).
11.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Mary H. Thomas qualified to serve as Senior Vice President of Human Resources for Harrah's Entertainment, Inc. and Harrah's Operating Company, Inc.   (ruling number 06-08-16-11; transcript pages 33-34).

12.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC, (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, to permit the temporary expansion of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 2150609) (ruling number 06-08-16-12; transcript pages 34-37).

13.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved WMS Gaming, Inc "Reel Legends " slot system and the associated slot system agreement, subject to the conditions in Resolution. (PRN  2020613) (ruling number 06-08-16-13; transcript pages 37-38).
14.
By a vote of 4-0  a) preliminarily approved the three card bonus wager in let it ride poker as a new wager compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;  b) authorized the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of the new wager to begin on or after September 25, 2006; subject to the conditions listed below, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;  c) temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the above test;  d) delegated to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of the new wager; and  e) conditioned any test of three card bonus wager upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of the new wager  (transcript pages 39-41).
15.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published with minor substantive changes, amendments and new rules for Two Card Joker Poker  (transcript pages 41-42).
16.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the Stipulation of Settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $25,000 against Ace Gaming, L.L.C., (d/b/a Sands Casino and Hotel); and issued a letter of reprimand to Frank Dente, which will be made a part of his employee file, for violation of Commission regulations, regarding N.J.A.C 19:45-1.55b, 19:46-1.28 (a) (10) and 19:46-1.20 (a) (2)  (06-0216-VC)  (ruling number 06-08-16-16; transcript pages 22-24).


In accordance with Resolution No. 05-12-14-19, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, September 6, 2006, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 43).


There being no members of the public to address the Commission, the meeting adjourned at 11:05 a.m.
