Garden State Water-
color Society (GSWS) is a |
group of artists centered
around promoting the
beauties and challenges [
of painting in water media
on paper. Exhibitions,
workshops and demon-
strations are their means
to educate the public
about this medium.

The basic principle of
watercolor—pigments dis-
persed in water and bound
in gum, applied by brush
to a paper support—
has remained unchanged
more than 500 years.

Watercolor was origi-
nally used to tint prints
and drawings, since its transparency does
not obscure the underlying composition.
Long considered a medium for amateurs,
watercolor began its rise in 1780 when the
Royal Academy devoted a small room to
the medium. At the peak of its popularity,
near the end of the nineteenth century, wa-
tercolor finally attained recognition as an
artform and was considered to be col-
lectible and exhibitable.

Finished watercolors intended for public
exhibition or sale were produced differently
from private works. The controlled nature of
finished works created a public appetite for
the watercolor sketch. Spontaneous, ex-
pressive and exciting, the watercolor sketch
made best use of the unique strengths of
the medium.

Artists were able to capture fleeting im-
pressions of atmosphere and light by ex-
ploiting the dramatic, loose characteristics of
watercolor—exposed drawings, brushstrokes
and drybrush textures; the mixing of colors
through layers of transparent washes.

The sketch went against established
standards of the idealized scene wherein
the artist created imaginary landscapes by
changing different components to realize a
compostion. Instead, sketches recorded
nature more accurately.

In 1834, zinc white was introduced by
Winsor & Newton. The paint was used on
paper as a base coat. It clouded pigments,
giving washes a hazy appearance. Zinc
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Algae by Charles McVicker, president of the GSWS

white was also added to pigment to create
a heavier, more opaque paint with highly re-
flective qualities. When a painting was
coated with gum varnish, it displayed bril-
liant color and an even surface that closely
resembled oil paintings.

Many artists claimed gouache violated
the spirit of transparent watercolor. Public
interest continued, and much to the con-
sternation of purists, gouache is now ac-
cepted as watercolor.

The GSWS was founded in 1970 by
Dagmar H. Tribble, a member of the Ameri-
can Watercolor Society, and an accom-
plished artist. Since its first exhibit at
Columbus Boy Choir School, GSWS activi-
ties have expanded to three annual exhibits
(an open juried show; members’ and asso-
ciate memberss exhibits), two water media
demonstrations, and at least one workshop.

GSWS events, especially demonstra-
tions and gallery walk, illustrate the public
value of the arts and provide educational op-
portunities. Exhibits, like the ones in the hos-
pital venue, may promote healing as well.

Be a Knight for a Couple Oi" Days in May

The experience of a Renaissance Faire
is an immersion into Elizabethan era sights,
sounds and smells. A mixture of craft fair,
historical reenactment and performance art
provides visitors the opportunity to learn
about a time when faires were annual
events celebrating the spring rebirth of the
lands and animals. Farmers displayed early
crops; innkeepers offered specialty dishes;
artisans hawked their wares. Musicians, jug-
glers and actors amused and entertained
the crowds. Men proved their machismo
through jousting and swordplay.

Renaissance Faire participants dress in
period costume and affect an olde English
accent. Faire-goers are encouraged to don
Elizabethan garb and join in the revelry,
lending good cheer to the pageantry. Not to
worry if a costume is not available, clothes
that generally pass as vaguely faire-like in-
clude: leather shoes, boots, or sandals;
blousey shirts in natural colors; leather
vests; blousey dresses in natural colors;
snug fitting pants without pockets.

A typical man's outfit would include a
jerkin (vest) over a shirt, breeches (pants),
boots and a hat. A woman's outfit would in-
clude a shirt and bodice, over and under
skirt, shoes, and a hat or snood. Long hair
is braided. Children were dressed as infants
until they turned three, then dressed identi-
cally to adults.

Clothing during the reign of Elizabeth
was a direct indication of wealth and status.
The type and color of fabric determined its
cost. Purple and crimson dyes were ex-
tracted from crushed sea snails and bee-
tles. Velvet, corduroy, satins and other fine
weaves were laborious to produce, thus
costly. The production of cotton fabric was
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labor intensive until the gin was invented,
and it additionally carried import taxes from
India or the Americas. Two common fibers,
flax and wool were homespun. Flax, a plant,
became linen. Wool yarn could be knitted,
woven or felted into fabrics of all weights,
including tweed which was beaten on one
side while wet to form a wind-proof material.

A proper Elizabethan English accent is
neither the 'snooty' English nor cockney ac-
cent. It is closer to East Coast backwoods
community dialect where language has
changed little for centuries.

Three things to learn are pronunciation,
vocabulary and grammar. Faire participants
are well practiced and a good source for
picking up words, phrases, mannerisms
and inflection. More advice: speak slowly.
Take some time and think about what you're
going to say, scratch your head, look
around, and finally answer.

Accompanying the lilt of foreign ac-
cents, a cornucopia of ocarinas, lutes, flutes
and handmade skin drums provide the
background to ribbons and flags waving in
the wind, the smell of exotic foods cooking
over open fires, the warmth of sun on your
face and the wind in your hair.

Grant Funds Available for Local Arts Organizations

Mercer County Executive Brian M. Hughes
and the Board of Chosen Freeholders have
made funds available for support of the arts
through a state/county block grant partnership
with the New Jersey State Council on the Arts
(NJSCA). The Local Arts Program (LAP)
grants are administered by the Mercer County
Division of Culture and Heritage.

Any Mercer County-based nonprofit or-
ganization or unit of government that has
been producing public arts projects, pro-
grams or services for at least two years is
eligible to apply for grant funds. An organi-
zation without nonprofit status may partner
or collaborate with an eligible organization
to apply for grant funds.

No group may accept funds from both
the county and state during the same fund-
ing year because the money essentially
comes from the same source.

The FY09 Grant Period for all grants
under this program runs from January 1,
2009 to December 31, 2009.

There are three categories of funding:
Special Projects Support, General Operat-
ing Support and Technical Assistance. An
eligible organization may apply for only one
type of funding in any given grant year.

All grants applied for through this pro-
gram are matching grants. The match re-
quirements are 50% of requested grant
amount with at least 25% in cash; the re-
mainder may be in-kind goods and services.

Grant applications are evaluated by two
separate groups of independent arts and
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cultural activists. The first evaluation is done
by a Grant Review Panel comprising mem-
bers of the arts community representing a
variety of disciplines and reflecting the view-
points of professional, aesthetic, geo-
graphic, minority, disabled and special
constituencies. The nine-member Mercer
County Cultural and Heritage Commission
performs the second evaluation.

Applications are carefully evaluated to
insure programs of high quality, ethnic di-
versity and community participation with
maximum availability and accessibility to all
county residents. The grants are intended
to promote the growth and expand the pub-
lic impact of community arts organizations
and community arts projects.

1783 Princeton: The Nation’s Capitol!

Mention the American
Revolution, and people
might think: “1776...Decla-
ration of Independence ...
Washington crosses the
Delaware ... the war is
won.” Many don’t realize
that 1776 was only the be-
ginning of a long, painful
series of battles, and a
complex struggle to birth
this unique new nation.
Even fewer know that for
almost half of 1783, the
final year of the Revolution,
the Capital of that new na-
tion was Princeton, NJ. To
commemorate the 225th
anniversary of that historic
year, The 1783 Commit-
tee—a consortium of more
than two dozen local his-
torical, educational, arts,
genealogical, and commu-
nity-based groups-has de-
veloped an amazing series
of events that guarantee
that Princeton’s brief, but
critical, role as this nation’s
Capital will not soon be forgotten.

In June 1783, a crowd of armed war vet-
erans marched on Congress in Philadelphia
to demand back pay. Congress escaped to
Princeton, following Elias Boudinot, president
of the Congress, who stayed with his sister,
Annis, at Morven. George Washington would

follow two months later.

From June through De-
cember, 2008, activities cele-
brating that period will be
hosted at venues including
Morven, Drumthwacket,
Rockingham (Rocky Hill), the
Princeton Battlefield, the His-
torical Society of Princeton,
and various locations at
Princeton University. Lec-
tures, tours, teas, concerts,
and a series of special events
are planned. Some highlights
include: the grand opening at
Morven and Drum-thwacket
in June, showcasing a re-
markable exhibition, Picturing
Princeton 1783: The Nation’s
Capital hung throughout
Morven’s galleries; three
days of activities during the
July 4th weekend focus on
the Independence Day pro-
gram, family events, candle-
light tours, and full historical
encampment at the Prince-
ton Battlefield.

George Washington and
his forces take up residence at Rockingham
in August. Guests can visit and view his en-
campment. Martha Washington arrives in
September, just in time for a flurry of activi-
ties including the Historical Society of
Princeton’s Stand Up, Speak Out exhibit
and commencement of the College of New

.'

Jersey’s (Princeton’s) Class of 1783 at the
Nassau Presbyterian Church. Washington
leaves in November, but festivities continue
through the end of December, with cham-
ber music, a Colonial Christmas, and Pa-
triot’s Week in Trenton.

Crime in the 1930s

Set back on Stockton Street (Route
206), just south of Princeton, is Morven
Museum & Gardens — NJ’s original Gov-
ernor’'s Mansion, open to the public since
2004. The five-acre property, complete
with formal gardens, is a tiny portion of the
original 5,500 acres purchased in 1701 by
the second Richard Stockton in America.
In 1754, his grandson, Richard Stockton,
a leading attorney in the colonies and
(later) NJ representative to the Continen-
tal Congress and signer of the Declaration
of Independence, built the original Morven
— named by his wife, Annis Boudinot
Stockton (one of the first published female
poets in the United States.) In 1776, Corn-
wallis marched toward Princeton, and
Annis hid important papers from the
British troops. Richard rushed his family
to safety, but was captured and impris-
oned later that night. The British plun-
dered Morven and its rich farmstead,
impoverishing the Stocktons. Richard’s

release came

under circum-
stances that
haunted his
reputation until
he died. The
family was
forced to de-
pend for sev-
eral years on
friends for their §
livelihood.

Richard died
tragically  at
age 51. Two years later, in 1783, Annis sug-
gested that her brother, Elias Boudinot (then
President of the Continental Congress)
move Congress to Princeton (see related
story.) For five months, Morven was at the
center of the decisions and discussions
molding the young Republic. In 1790 Mor-
ven was rebuilt as we see it today. Morven
was home to Stocktons through the early

20th century. In 1945 the site became the
state’s first Governor’'s Mansion, a role it
played until 1981, when the Governor’s
Mansion moved Drumthwacket. Morven
Museum & Gardens is open to the public
Wed, Thurs, Fri, 11 am - 3 pm and Sat,
Sun, noon — 4 pm. For information, call
