The proposed project involves the rehabilitation of a single residential unit (Apartment 2A) within a multifamily structure located
at 159 Newark Street, in Hoboken, Hudson County, New Jersey (Block 186, Lot 8_C002A). The multifamily structure, built in
1901 according to property tax records, comprises 14 units, one of which was damaged as a result of Superstorm Sandy. The
scope of work includes the removal of hardwood flooring and underlayment and the addition of carpeting, carpet pad, batt
insulation, and a polyethylene vapor barrier to a bedroom and the repair and replacement of a toilet, plumbing fixture supply
line, stop valve and shower head, removal of an outlet and the addition of a Ground Fault Interrupter (GFl) outlet, bathroom
ventilation fan with a light, and ductwork and switch in a half bathroom. The total estimated cost of repair is $2,987.49 and is
considered minor rehabilitation as the cost of repair is less than fifty (50) percent of the pre-disaster market value of the
multifamily structure, $1,332,200, as reported on tax records. Because the unit is located in a multifamily structure, the
structure, and hence the residential unit subject to the proposed action, will not be elevated.
