The Division of Family and Community Partnerships (DFCP) Office of School-Linked Services (OSLS) contracts with private non-profit organizations and school districts throughout the State to provide a variety of prevention and support services for youth in New Jersey’s public elementary, middle and high schools.  SBYSP services are located in host schools and coordinated with existing resources in the community.  All youth are eligible to participate and services are provided before, during and after school and throughout the summer months.  
The goal of the SBYSP program is to help youth successfully navigate their adolescent years, acquire the skills needed to obtain employment or continue their education, and graduate healthy and drug-free.
SBYSP services include: Mental Health Counseling; Employment Counseling; Substance Abuse Education/Prevention; Preventive Health Awareness; Primary Medical Linkages; Learning Support; Healthy Youth Development; Recreation; and Information/Referral.  
As part of this service array, all SBYSP sites provide summer programs for 6-8 weeks during normal school hours.  Summer activities emphasize recreation, transition programs for incoming students, character development, and enrichment programs, and may include any of the enumerated SBYSP services described in this contract.  

SBYSP programs also have the latitude to develop and provide other services that address local needs and are frequently paired with other complementary OSLS programs or services.
2. Identify the target population served by this program/component (i.e. individuals who have been unemployed for the past 6-12 months).

The target population is all youth currently enrolled in the SBYSP host school, including kindergarten through 8th grade, middle and high school students.

The NJ SBYSP model utilizes a youth development and mental health approach to strengthen students as they move toward adulthood.  In doing so, the SBYSP operates 12 months per year with the overarching goal that youth involved in the program will graduate healthy, drug-free and capable of securing employment and/or continuing their education.
A three-year evaluation of the SBYSP funded by the Anne E. Casey Foundation and conducted by the Academy for Educational Development (AED) indicates that participating youth demonstrated:

· Increased educational aspirations and higher accumulation of credits toward graduation

· Diminished feelings of unhappiness, sadness, depression and suicidal thoughts

· Improved sleep habits and less worrying

· Less destructive behavior and feelings of anger

· Decreased use of tobacco and alcohol 
· More and improved interaction with families and friends

· Better use of contraceptives to prevent pregnancy and sexually transmitted diseases

PROGRAM APPROACH

Core Services support SBYSP program goals to help youth successfully navigate their adolescent years, acquire the skills needed to obtain employment or further their education, and graduate healthy and drug-free.  The program integrates health promotion, competence building, and positive youth development strategies into an array of services that seek to reduce risks and enhance protective factors for all participating students.  SBYSP Core Services include:

· Mental Health Counseling: Individual, family and group counseling services are offered to all students.  School-based mental health counseling is intended to treat, prevent and educate students and families about issues that impede emotional, academic or physical development; prevent long-term problems; and improve academic performance and personal relationships.  Counseling is directed toward contemporary issues that confront youth in the host school.  Emphasis is placed on crisis counseling; situational adjustment counseling; bullying and other forms of peer victimization; anger management; depression; suicide; and violence prevention.
Pursuant to New Jersey statute, Administrative Code, and established practice, all counseling services are provided by licensed clinicians or other professionals under the direct supervision of a licensed clinician.  Such supervision is readily apparent and documented in each youth’s SBYSP record.
All SBYSP sites must provide adequate space to conduct private counseling sessions.

High School programs administer the modified Prothrow-Stith “Self Efficacy” scale pre- and post-treatment.  Copies are retained on file as supporting documentation for outcome reporting purposes.
Although none are specified at this time, all Elementary and Middle School programs also administer age appropriate evidence-based assessments to participating students.  Copies of all assessments are retained in each youth’s record.

SBYSP programs offer a variety of related services, including: employment counseling and training; job development and placement; life skills training; summer and part-time employment opportunities; and connections to programs and services provided by the Department of Labor and Workforce Investment Board.
· Substance Abuse Counseling & Education/Prevention: Substance abuse education and support services promote healthy lifestyles. Reporting Requirements

All programmatic and service reports are submitted electronically by the chief program administrator or other authorized personnel in accordance with the guidelines specified below:

Monthly Service Reports

Monthly service reports are submitted to the DFCP Office of School-Linked Services by the fifteenth day of each month for the preceding month in which services were provided.  All data is entered on the web-based Management Information System (MIS) and submitted in the specific format prescribed by the Division.
Quarterly Service Reports

NJ SBYSP Quarterly Reports are completed in the format prescribed by the Division and submitted to the DFCP Office of School-Linked Services and Contract Administrator 15 days after the close of each quarter.

COMMUNICATIONS
All programs must maintain open lines of communication with the DCF Office of School-Linked Services, the student population and the community.  To that end, all programs must have a multi-function voice mail system and internet connection with the capability to access emergency phone numbers and provide information in all languages as appropriate.  

All SBYSP Directors/Coordinators (and where appropriate, Managing Agency Chief Program Administrators) must have fully functioning email and telephonic voice mail accounts.  The Office of School-Linked Services is notified of any changes in personnel, email addresses or telephone numbers
SBYSP Program administrators are also required to attend periodic meetings convened by the Division of Family and Community Partnerships

OPERATIONAL & FUNDING Restrictions
Matching funds of 25% of the funded amount support program operations and are provided through any community based organization, private, or public entity in the form of cash or in-kind donations. 

SBYSP funding may not be used to purchase contraceptives or abortion services.
The DFCP OSLS and DCF Contract Administrator are notified of all changes to administrative or program operations as described and specified in this contract, including site location, student population, personnel and curricula.
