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Dear Medical Services Provider:

The New Jersey Division of Child Protection and Permanency wants to help you to receive prompt reimbursement from the New Jersey Medicaid Program for services you provide children in our care.  We have a few suggestions that we think will be helpful.

1.
If you have not rendered Medicaid services to the child previously, wait  1½ to 2 weeks before submitting a claim for payment.  There is a time lag of approximately 1½ weeks between the time a child is enrolled in the Medicaid program in our District Office and the time the enrollment appears on the Medicaid Eligibility File.  Any claim processed prior to the enrollment appearing on the Eligibility File is denied.

2.
If you are uncertain about New Jersey Medicaid Program procedures, contact the local Medicaid District Office serving your county before you provide the service and submit a claim.

3.
If you are not already participating in the Medicaid Program and you plan to continue providing medical services to the child, you will need to become an approved New Jersey Medicaid Provider.  To begin the approval process, contact the Medicaid contractor at the address below:
