SLEEP
What time does child get up in the morning?

Is child trained for bladder?  Bowels?  If so, when does child usually go?

Does child ask to go?

Does child use toilet or potty or child’s seat?
Does child use special terms to signify urination or bowel movement?

If child has an accident how is it handled?

Does it bother child to have wet pants?

Can child go by self or does child need help?

Is child taken to bathroom during night?  If so, when?

Are fluids controlled after supper to avoid bed wetting?

Who usually bathes child?

What time does child have bath?  Morning?  Night.?

Does child enjoy bath?  If not, how handled?
Does child have playtime in bath?

Does child bring toys to bathtub?  If so, what?

Does child have any fear of water or bathing?

Does child mind hair washing?  Is it done in tub or sink?

Does undressing signify bedtime or can it be done an hour or so ahead of bedtime?

Does child brush their teeth?

Has child been to the barber?  Does child fear haircutting?

Is child friendly with strangers?  Adults or children or both?

Does child accept a babysitter?

Does child initiate conversation?

Does child cling to parents (caregivers)?

Is child affectionate?

Does child have a nickname?

With what names is child familiar (e.g.) siblings, friends, etc?

What does child call resource family parents?

Is child inquisitive?  Is child at the “no” stage?

Is child usually happy, sad, dull, vacant expression?

Does child laugh much?  When?

Does child get overexcited?  When?  How handled?

Is child easily frightened?

How does child show tiredness?
