The Subsidized Adoption Program in New Jersey requires that eligibility for continued subsidy be established yearly.  To continue to be eligible for subsidy:

· Your adopted child must be under age 18.  If the child is 6 years of age or older, he or she must be:

-  A full-time elementary or secondary school student; or

-  Incapable of attending school on a full time basis due to a documented medical
    condition; or

· If between age 18 and 21, be enrolled in a full time secondary school program (e.g., high school), or, if a developmentally disabled child, is in a special education program through the local school district; and 

· You must be legally responsible for financially supporting your child, and continue to provide such support to him or her.

If your child continues to be eligible to receive the adoption subsidy by meeting these requirements, please sign and date the enclosed Subsidized Adoption Annual Renewal Agreement.  
The signed Agreement will enable the Division to continue monthly subsidy payments to you.  If you continue to reside in New Jersey, your adopted child will continue to receive New Jersey Medicaid coverage.  Note that you will have to continue to utilize all family medical coverage before accessing Medicaid.  
If you live out of state, the subsidy will continue.  Medical coverage will be provided by your state of residence, if your child is Title IV-E eligible, or if your state provides reciprocity through the Interstate Compact on Adoption Medical Assistance.  If not, medical coverage will continue to be provided through the New Jersey Medicaid program. 
If no medical provider is available to provide a service through your own medical coverage or through Medicaid, the Division may pay a provider who is available at the Medicaid rate.  All non-Medicaid services require prior approval from the Division.

If there are any time-limited special services that are part of your subsidy agreement, for which you would like to request continuation, please contact the Adoption and Kinship Legal Guardianship Subsidy Unit in the CP&P Office of Adoption Operations at 1-800-847-5027 or 609-292-4441.  All other provisions of the subsidy agreement remain in effect.

The Agreement must be returned to the CP&P Office of Adoption Operations within thirty (30) calendar days.
