You may register your name and address with the Adoption Registry of Child Protection and Permanency for any child in your family placed for adoption by the Division.  If the adopted child is interested in having contact with you in the future, the child can contact the Adoption Registry, and you and the child may be reunited.  The Registry operates as follows:

· The child (18 or older) or the Adoptive Parent of a minor must be the one to request contact with a birth family member.
· A birth family member may, in certain situations be contacted before the child is 18 (e.g., at the request of a physician or therapist).

· The birth family member must register and keep the Registry informed of his or her current address and any changes in name (i.e., marriage).

· The Registry is for any birth family member – mother, father, brother, sister, aunt, uncle, and grandparent.

· Birth family members may send cards or letters to the adopted child and these will be kept in the Registry until the adult adoptee requests information on the birth family.

· This service is free.

If you wish to register, complete the attached Adoption Registry Application and Adoption Registry Release (pages 2 through 4).  
If you do not want future contact with your birth child/adult adoptee, please complete the Adoption Registry Release, and the Request for Birth Family Health/Medical and Other Information (pages 3 and 4).  Please be advised that if the Registry does not receive a response from you, we will reach out to other family members.
