With regard to our conversation on [Enter date], in which you refused to allow Child Protection and Permanency  (CP&P) to conduct or complete a child protective services investigation, I wish to advise you that the law states:

If the parent, parents, guardian, or person having custody and control of the child refuses to permit or in any way impedes an investigation, and CP&P determines that further investigation is necessary in the best interests of the child, CP&P may thereupon apply to the Family Part of the Chancery Division of the Superior Court in the county where the child resides, for an order directing the parent, parents, guardian, or person having custody and control of the child to permit immediate investigation.  The court, upon such application, may proceed to hear the matter in a summary manner and if satisfied that the best interests of the child so require may issue an order as requested. (N.J.S.A. 30:4C-12)

Pursuant to CP&P’s  legal authority under this statute, and in a final effort to keep this matter out of court, I am requesting that you now cooperate with CP&P’s  investigation and reconsider your refusal to allow me to interview [Enter name(s)].
