Child Protection and Permanency (CP&P) provides services on a voluntary basis to adolescents who are in a CP&P-supervised or CP&P-funded out-of-home placement over the age of eighteen.  CP&P also assists adolescents who are living in their own homes beyond the age of eighteen with referrals to appropriate community services, including, but not limited to, the Division of Prevention and Community Partnerships, and the Division of Child Behavioral Health Services.

You, your CP&P Permanency Worker, and other people who know and can help you, want to meet with you to discuss such things as income or financial assistance, housing, job or vocational training, education, and counseling.  Everyone, including you, will be working together to formulate a plan that will enable you to become an independent and productive adult.
