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Additional Elements of the Unusual Incident Report (UIR) for 

Use of Physical Control Techniques
When a physical control technique is implemented with a student by school or residential staff on school property, on the school bus or at a school-related activity, the following points shall be addressed in the narrative section of the UIR.
1. The type of physical control technique used (“Handle with Care” or other system) and the type of hold;

2. Information concerning how and when the parent and residential provider, as appropriate, were notified of the physical control technique;

3. Description of the activity the student was engaged in preceding the physical control technique;

4. The specific behavior exhibited by the student that warranted the physical control technique;

5. Possible reasons (including environmental and emotional factors) for the behavior;

6. Description of efforts to deescalate the behavior and alternative interventions that were attempted and the student’s response;

7. The student’s response to the physical control technique;
8. Notification to the police and other State agencies and professionals, as applicable;
9. Student outcome such as the student was returned to the classroom, returned to the residence, escorted by police, or transported by ambulance; and

10. All follow-up actions taken.
