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Prevention of Juvenile Delinquency (PJD)
The goal of PJD is to integrate and coordinate services, both in and out of the school setting, with a focus on the prevention of juvenile delinquency for students enrolled in the contracted school site.
The Provider must submit Sections 2.2, 2.3 and 2.5 for each school funded through the grant (include only one school name).  

Section 2.2 # 1 Provide a brief program/component description and its purpose.  
a. A narrative demonstrating implementation of the NJ Standards for Prevention: Building Success through Family Support and the Protective Factors
b. A narrative that includes implementation plans, and activities for each of the following (6) six Core Services.  Core Services provided in collaboration with the SBYSP or any other internal program supports must include clearly defined component and written procedures for linkages.  Core services provided in collaboration with an external support must include clearly defined component and a Memoranda of Understanding/Agreement.
1. Collaboration with Local Law Enforcement Agencies--Police Station House Adjustment Program, probation services, municipal and county crisis intervention units, community based juvenile conference panels, and any particular juvenile justice programs in the school or community, e;g. transitional/re-entry into school programs, curricular programs used in the school district. 
2. Individual and Family Support--referral system to community resources, workshops/training related to the effects of bullying, drugs, gangs, sex and weapons.  
a. Describe any special programs or accommodations instituted to meet client needs, i.e., multi-lingual staff, bilingual forms, programs on diversity or disability, etc.

3. Drop Out Prevention—range of services on many levels  that can include prevention of truancy, suspension or expulsion from school 

4. Life & Coping Skills--Development of skills related to conflict resolution, effective communication, negotiation, decision making, employment counseling  etc
5. Counseling/Drug & Alcohol 

a. Include a statement that all counseling, clinical social work and/or psychological services are rendered by individuals with proper licensure or under the direct supervision of persons with proper licensure, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 45:8B-34, 45:8B-36, 45:8B-50, 45:14B-6, 45:15BB-5, and N.J.A.C. 13:42-1.2, 13:44G-3.2, 13:44G-9.3 and 13:34-13.1.  This means that you must have a licensed clinician on staff or a contracted agreement with a licensed clinician to provide direct clinical supervision to unlicensed staff.  Include a copy of the agreement if applicable. 
b. Include a statement that confidential space will be available for individual counseling.   
6. Case Management—assessment, monitoring and coordination of services to ensure the youth is refraining from the risky behaviors that can result in juvenile delinquency.
7. Collaborations-include a statement that the PJD program will effectively collaborate with entities that include youth transitioning out of the Division of Youth and Family Services and/or the Division of Child Behavioral Health.   
d. Summer Programs-PJD is a 12 month program and is required to deliver services during the summer for a minimum period of 6-8 weeks.  Summer program activities can include the SBYSP Core & Non-Core Services with an emphasis recreation, transition programs for freshman/incoming students, learning support, community service, and enrichment programs.  A summer programming report regarding planned actives will be due upon request by DCF.  At this time, in the narrative include

1. A statement of understanding that summer programming will be planned according to these parameters.  

2. A budget summary statement that demonstrates fund availability to support the operation of a summer program.  
e. Management Information System (MIS)-PJD shall ensure registration, level of service, performance outcome data and any other required data for the month is entered into the web-based management information system 15 days after the close of each month. 
· Program quarterly reports are due to the DCF Coordinator and Contract Administrator 15 days after the close of each quarter.  
Section 2.2 #2 Include a statement that the program employs a full-time PJD coordinator position (include the name in the Annex B).  In the statement, include awareness of the following:
1. Indicate that the PJD Coordinator will attend all required DCF meetings.  

2. Indicate that the PJD Coordinator will attend a minimum of 2 professional development opportunities pertaining to juvenile delinquency.  

3. DCF Coordinator and Contract Administrator must be informed in writing of any staffing changes.  

Section 2.3 Performance Outcomes
Programs must provide Objectives and Activities for the following Goals and Performance Outcomes on form 2.3 in Annex A packet.  Programs have the option to add additional program goals and outcomes based on the unique aspects.  However, all programs are required to have the following goals and performance outcomes detailed below on the required form [HYPERLINK]
The following are the goals and performance outcomes expectations for all PJD programs.  The performance outcomes are set at level for programs to strive towards with an expectation that it will be achieved over a period of time.  Throughout the contract year, DCF will closely monitor each program’s targeted approach towards the achievement of these outcomes.
· Goal: Youth will remain in school

· Outcome: 91% of students will remain in school
· Goal: Youth will remain out of juvenile detention

· Outcome: 99% of students will have no further incidents leading to juvenile detention while enrolled.
