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Improve rule effectiveness and compliance by public outreach including but not limited to issuance of an 
"Enforcement Alert" and working with industry and trade groups 
 
 
DESCRIPTION 
This control measure was originally proposed in the workgroup process. The concept is to improve Rule 
Effectiveness by achieving a higher compliance rate with the existing degreaser regulations codified at 
NJAC 7:27-16.6 (a rule consistent with the OTC rules). 
  
Within the VOC workgroup discussions there was widespread agreement that the current rules are 
generally not well understood by the regulated community and in general may not be followed. 
 
Improving VOC emission reductions from degreasing operations results in improved air quality and 
reduced worker exposure as many degreasers are vented into the workplace. 
 
IMPLEMENTATION 
The implementation being discussed here is actually an outreach process. Several strategies have been 
discussed, and are as follows: 
1) Issue an “Enforcement Alert”, which notifies all recipients of a DEP issue 
2) Work with trade groups or suppliers to explain current regulations 
 
COST 
There are not any direct costs associated with the public outreach. Much of the outreach can be done 
electronically through e-mail notifications or through DEP publications or via web-based information. 
The expenditure of man-hours is similar to the man-hours already being spent on workgroup topics. 
 
EFFECTIVENESS 
Based on the 2002 Inventory, area sources of degreasers accounted for 13,799 TPY VOC uncontrolled 
emissions or 7,176 TPY VOC controlled emissions. The Basis and Background document for degreaser 
reduction rule revision estimates 1,460 TPY VOC reductions.  The purpose of this proposal is to realize 
the 1460 TPY reductions. 
 
COST EFFECTIVENESS 
The cost effectiveness provided in the Basis and Background Statement issued with the proposed 
changes to subchapter 16 were estimated to be $1,400 per ton of VOC based on an OTC report by 
Pechan & Associates.
