Statewide Seasons

APossession Limits: Three times the daily limit for all species during each season. 
     Exception: light geese have no possession limit.
B6 ducks in aggregate but not to include more than 4 mallard (2 hens), 2 black duck, 3 wood     	
     ducks, 2 scaup, 1 pintail, 2 redhead, 2 canvasback, 4 scoter, 4 long-tailed duck, 4 eider.
CMergansers: 5 of which only 2 may be hooded mergansers. 
     Merganser limits are in addition to duck limits.
DLight geese include greater and lesser snow geese and Ross’s geese.
ESpecial Sea Duck Area: 5 sea ducks but no more than 4 scoters in 
     aggregate, 4 long-tailed ducks, or 4 eiders.
 Closed Season: Swans, harlequin duck, king rail and mourning dove.
