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DISCLAIMER

This report by HydroLogics, Inc. summarizes flow management issues in the Delaware River Basin and
recommends procedures and technical tools to resolve these types of issues.  The report was extensively reviewed
by the Commission Staff and the Parties to the 1954 Supreme Court Decree.  It is important for the reader to
understand that this report does not set flow or reservoir release policy and was not intended to do so.  Policy
relating to the 1954 Supreme Court Decree can only be modified with the unanimous consent of the Decree Parties. 
With the assistance of the Commission Staff, Decree Party representatives, and the Office of the Delaware River
Master, care has been taken to present information and recommendations in a manner that considers the water rights
of each of the Decree Parties, which include the States of Delaware, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, and New York and
the City of New York.  Due to the lengthy review period required for this report, the status of some issues and
conditions presented may have changed from the time of writing.  In many cases, the wording of this report
summarizes existing policy.  This is not a replacement for the wording in the legal documents which establish such
policy.
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
