This school-sponsored, paid cooperative education experience — hazardous occupations, must comply with New
Jersey Child Labor Regulations, N.J.A.C. 12:56-18, School-to-Work Program. The following conditions shall be
met:

1. The student must be at least 16 years of age;

2. The student must be enrolled in a NJDOE-approved career and technical education program in the

occupation for which the student will be trained;

The cooperative education experience must be related to a formal training plan for the student;

4. There is collaboration and planning between worksite staff and school staff resulting in clearly
identified learning objectives related to the activities that will be contained in the student training
plan;

5. Any productive work is incidental to the student achieving the planned learning objectives;

6. The student is expected to achieve the learning objectives and will receive a grade and credit for
time spent at the worksite;

7. The student is supervised by an appropriately licensed school official and a workplace mentor;

8. The cooperative education experience is related to an educational purpose and there is no
guarantee or expectation that the activity will result in employment at the conclusion of the
cooperative education experience; and

9. The student does not replace an employee.

NOTICE: When the student is employed in a hazardous occupation governed by State and Federal
exemptions to the child labor laws, such work shall be intermittent and for short periods of time and under
the direct and close supervision of a qualified and experienced person at the training site (N.J.A.C. 6A:19-
6.6(k)(1)5).

Cooperative education experiences may take place at either for-profit or not-for-profit agency or business worksites,
but they must be paid experiences.

Cooperative Education (N.J.A.C. 6A:19-1.2, New Jersey Department of Education) is a component of a career and
technical education program by which individuals receive work-based instruction through written cooperative
arrangements between a district and employers. This instruction may include required academic courses and related
vocational and technical education instruction, by alternation of study in school with paid employment in an
occupational field. Such alternation shall be planned and supervised by the district and employer so that each
contributes to the education and employability of the individual.

Employment Certificate (N.J.S.A. 34:2-21.1, New Jersey Department of Labor and Workforce Development), means
a certificate granted by the issuing officer authorizing the employment of a child as permitted under this act.
