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SECTION 1:  GRANT PROGRAM INFORMATION

1.1 DESCRIPTION OF THE GRANT PROGRAM

The purpose of the Immigrant Newcomer Student Center Program for Secondary Schools is to establish a model regional center to educate recently arrived secondary immigrant students who have very limited English language skills.  For these students, there are two important considerations. Some students may have had little or no formal schooling in their native countries and, in addition to the need for intensive instruction in English, need instruction in content areas that will enable them to begin to catch up to their age and grade-level peers. Alternatively, students may have had an age and grade-appropriate education in their native countries and need the English language skills necessary for understanding content area instruction in English that will enable them to perform academically in English.  Because secondary students have limited time to develop English language skills necessary for understanding instruction in regular classrooms, they may be less likely to demonstrate content area proficiencies on the High School Proficiency Assessment and earn the course credits required for high school graduation in a regular four-year program.

Both of these student populations are at risk for failing academically or dropping out of school. While secondary schools with large immigrant populations often have newcomer centers or programs within the regular schools, there are many districts in New Jersey where the number of immigrant students is so low that newcomer centers are not feasible.  Many of these students are placed in mainstream classes with one or two periods per day of English as a second language [ESL] instruction.  However, until the students have acquired some proficiency in the English language, the curriculum content may remain inaccessible to them.  For those students who enter the public schools at the high school level, the task of acquiring both English language skills and content proficiency needed to graduate with their grade level peers is formidable.

The New Jersey Department of Education [NJDOE] has established this grant program to encourage the establishment of a model regional newcomer center program for low-incidence districts, that is, districts that enroll relatively few immigrant students.  The Newcomer Center Program may be half-day, full-day, extended day, or a summer accelerated program.  Students may be enrolled for a limited period of time and may be grouped by language proficiency or age/grade level.  The goal of the program is to prepare recent immigrant students for success in regular academic programs by acquiring proficiency in English language skills and the content knowledge appropriate for high school graduation.
1.2 ELIGIBILITY TO APPLY

Eligibility to apply for this Immigrant Newcomer Center Grant is limited to the Atlantic City School District, the currently funded agency operating during year three of the project.
Continuation eligibility is contingent upon the following:

· Evidence that the grantee is making progress in implementing the program in accordance with the approved goals and objectives;

· Approval from the Office of Student Achievement and Accountability of the grantee’s progress toward these goals and implementation of the Immigrant Newcomer Program through desk audits and/or onsite monitoring; and
· Satisfactory progress toward completion of any necessary remediation identified by the Department of Education.
1.3 STATUTORY/REGULATORY SOURCE AND FUNDING 

The applicant project must be designed and implemented in conformance with all applicable state and federal regulations. The Immigrant Newcomer Student Center Program is 100% federally funded under Title III of the No Child Left Behind Act [NCLB].  The grant is governed by the regulations specific to the immigrant student subsections of Title III 3114(d) and 3115(e).  The anticipated total amount to be allocated in year four of the four-year grant is $300,000 for one project.  
Final awards are subject to the availability of federal Title III NCLB funds.  The grant period for year four is September 1, 2008 to August 31, 2009 in order to conform to the academic school year.

1.8  ASSESSMENT OF STATEWIDE PROGRAM RESULTS
The goal of the Immigrant Newcomer Student Center Program for Secondary Schools is to establish a model regional center for secondary students that will develop students’ English language skills, help them acculturate to U.S. schools and help them develop the academic skills they need to catch up to their grade-level peers.  The Newcomer Program should bridge the gap between the newcomer students’ academic and  acculturation needs and the regular high school curriculum and language assistance program.
The NJDOE requires the grantee to conduct a final evaluation of the project.   The evaluation will include, but not limited to, the following:

· An evaluation of  local program administration and performance based upon the state’s goals and objectives for the program;

· Evaluating the degree to which the program met the state’s and the approved district’s goals and activities.  This should include documentation regarding the program services offered and student impact data.  The following data will be required as part of the evaluation report:

· Data on the number of immigrant students that were served within the Atlantic City School District and number that were recruited from outside the district;

· Student achievement data documenting the English language proficiency gains of immigrant students;

· Yearly progress gains in student academic achievement based on the individual needs of the students;

· Data on the number of students in the program that meet high school graduation requirements; and
· Quantitative and qualitative evidence of progress toward meeting project’s objectives as stated in the application.

· A determination of the components of the program that will be sustained by the district beyond the period of the grant; the funding sources for these activities and a discussion of  what made these components successful, versus others that might not be continued;
· An overall evaluation of the viability of the concept of regional secondary newcomer programs in New Jersey, based on the district’s experience in implementing the regional model.

SECTION 2:  PROJECT GUIDELINES

The intent of this section is to provide the applicant with the program framework within which it will plan, design, and develop its proposed project to meet the purpose of this grant program. Before preparing applications, potential applicants are advised to review Section 1.1, Description of the Grant Program, of this NGO to ensure a full understanding of the state’s vision and purpose for offering the program. Additionally, the information contained in Section 2 will complete the applicant’s understanding of the specific considerations and requirements that are to be considered and/or addressed in their project. 

When developing an application, the agency must use the Discretionary Grant Application (DGA). The DGA contains the requirements, forms and instructions applicable to all grant programs. The application selection process is based upon conformance with the application requirements contained in the DGA and the project specific information contained in Sections 2 and 3 of this NGO.

2.1     PROGRAM DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS

Programs for immigrant newcomer students are more challenging when the students are of secondary school age and when there are a small number of students enrolled in a particular high school.  (See Appendix B for information on newcomer program design considerations.)    The newcomer program will focus on addressing the needs of secondary English language learners, particularly those who have limited or interrupted formal schooling.
In designing its program, the LEA must:
1. Recruit, screen and identify eligible students; 
2. Assess English language proficiency, content knowledge and literacy skills; and
3.   Ensure that all of the activities of the project are directly tied to outcomes expected, and        
explicitly indicate this in the application.
Students should receive academic support in the following area:

· Intensive English language development;
· Intensive instruction in reading and writing for students with low literacy, preferably in the native language; and
· Instruction in the content areas.
The expectations for student gains as a result of having participated in the program should be clearly stated in the application.  In addition, ancillary and support services such as a summer program, career counseling and awareness, social worker intervention, parent training, and the services of the parent center language assistant must be tied to the goals and expected outcomes in the application.
Programs must establish linkages with institutions of higher education, community-based organizations, and local businesses in order to provide a comprehensive educational program with the aim of preparing secondary immigrant students to become successful in school and fully participating members of American society.  These are linkages that can support the goals of the program and can contribute to the agency’s ability to sustain the program beyond the grant period. In describing these linkages, the applicant must clearly state what the expected outcome will be for the students and/or their families as a result of the contract/relationship with the outside agency.  In addition, the project must form an advisory committee that includes representatives from the above as well as immigrant parents.  
2.2 PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS

· Nonpublic School Participation  (See Appendix for forms)
PROVIDING SERVICES TO ELIGIBLE NONPUBLIC SCHOOL STUDENTS, TEACHERS, AND OTHER PERSONNEL

The No Child Left Behind (NCLB) legislation, Section 9501, requires all applicants for certain discretionary grant programs to include and provide services to eligible nonpublic school students and/or teachers.  To determine if this grant program is governed by this requirement. 
Nonpublic School Eligibility 

Nonpublic school eligibility is based on the location of the nonpublic school(s), the design of the specific grant program and the needs of the nonpublic school students and teachers.  The needs must be able to be met via the discretionary grant program’s specific program design. ** Generally, the nonpublic school must be located within the communities or geographic boundaries of the applicant agency or partner agency if applicable.  According to the parameters of the grant program and available funding, the applicant agency determines the area to be served.  

**Example: If the design of the grant program is to provide supplemental math instruction for seventh and eighth grade students, then the nonpublic school(s) must serve seventh and eighth grade students who are in need of supplemental math instruction and must be in the geographic area served by participating public schools.  (NOTE:  See section on Timely and Meaningful Consultation below.)
Timely and Meaningful Consultation

For assistance in identifying all of the nonpublic schools located within its geographic boundaries, the applicant should visit the Department’s website at http://www.nj.gov/njded/nonpublic which includes a list of nonpublic schools by locality as well as Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) with suggestions on how to contact the schools and how to document those contacts .  

The applicant agency is responsible to identify all appropriate nonpublic schools and to contact the appropriate nonpublic school officials to begin the consultation process.  The nonpublic school(s) must be given a genuine opportunity to participate in the grant program.  The NCLB legislation requires all applicants to conduct timely and meaningful consultation with the appropriate nonpublic school officials prior to the development of the local project’s grant application and prior to any decision being made regarding the design of the local project that could affect the ability of nonpublic school students, teachers and other education personnel to receive benefits. Consultation must continue throughout the implementation and assessment of activities.

Listed below are the considerations that must be taken into account by all applicants when assessing the needs of the nonpublic school students and teachers and when determining in consultation with the nonpublic school(s) whether those needs fit the grant’s program design.  Consultation generally must include discussion on such issues as: 

· which children will receive benefits under the project and how their needs will be/have been identified; 

· what services will be provided; 

· how, when, where, and by whom the services will be provided;

· how the services will be assessed and how the results of the assessment will be used to improve those services; 

· the amount of funds available for services; and

· how and when decisions about the delivery of services will be made.  

NOTE: A unilateral offer of services by an applicant agency with no opportunity for discussion on the part of the nonpublic school representative is not adequate consultation. 

Consistent and Comparable Services and Benefits

The NCLB legislation requires that the participation and involvement of the nonpublic school partners and participants be consistent (closely parallel, be similar) with the number of eligible children enrolled in nonpublic elementary and secondary schools within the geographic boundaries of the applicant agency or partner agency if applicable.  The grant-related services and benefits must be comparable (having a similar effect) to those provided to public school children and teachers participating in the program, and they must be provided in a timely manner.  All services to nonpublic school students and teachers must be secular, neutral, and non-ideological.  

The Education Department General Administrative Regulations (EDGAR) §76.652 states that the applicant agency shall give appropriate representatives a genuine opportunity to express their views regarding each matter subject to the consultation requirements outlined above.  By following this course of action, a successful consultation should produce programs that will:

· allow for the orderly and efficient integration of the services for the nonpublic school students/teachers into the operation of the local project;

· result
 in benefits which have similar effects for both the applicant and the nonpublic school students and/or teachers; and 

· be appropriate for the specific grant program. 

Grant Application Nonpublic School Requirements 

Forms   

The applicant must submit the signed Documentation of Nonpublic School Participation form (Attachment A), and the signed Nonpublic Equitable Participation Summary and Affirmation Of Consultation (Attachment B) with the grant application.  These two forms must accompany the application and be signed and dated by both the applicant Chief School Administrator (CSA) and the nonpublic school official where appropriate.  An applicant agency may be disqualified if it fails to include these forms in its grant application.

Program and Budget Requirements

For program and budget requirements affecting the use of funds for nonpublic schools see the Program Requirements and Budget Requirements sections of this RFC. 
After Receiving the Grant Award and Throughout the Grant Program  

Comprehensive program planning must continue throughout the implementation and the assessment of the grant activities.   

A Note for Continuation Grant Applicants  

The participation of nonpublic schools from year one of a grant program are expected to continue and to remain in effect for the duration of the grant period.  For those nonpublic school partners who participated in year one, consultation is required as described above for each subsequent year and it is necessary to submit the Documentation of Nonpublic School Participation form, as well as the Nonpublic Equitable Participation Summary And Affirmation Of Consultation Form for each participating nonpublic school.
· Organizational Commitment and Capacity

Because of the needs of immigrant newcomer students, the local education agency that is applying for grant funds through this Notice of Grant Opportunity (NGO) must show an organizational commitment and capacity for providing services to secondary newcomer immigrant students. The applying agency is required to establish partnerships with other agencies, such as linkages with other LEAs, community colleges or institutions of higher education to address the multifaceted needs of immigrant students.  These partnerships must be developed, maintained and built upon throughout the grant cycle. 
The vision of the Immigrant Newcomer Center Program in New Jersey is to develop and support a long term sustainable program that provides instructional and other support services to immigrant newcomer students in secondary schools in order to help them to succeed academically and be able to participate fully in American society. Applying agencies must  seek additional funding through both public and private sources to support this project. The applicant must describe how they will leverage other sources of funding to supplement the project and continue to provide services after the expiration of the grant period.  
Additional emphasis should be placed upon establishing relationships with vendors or community and business organizations in the areas which they are able to provide, or offer at a reduced rate, services, supplies, equipment, space or materials to be used in the implementation of the newcomer immigrant student program.  Verification of partnerships  must be provided with the application as supporting documentation.  A letter of intent from the agency/vendor indicating the nature of the service, collaboration or support must be provided.
· Statewide Goals and Objectives
All applicants must adopt the state mandated goals, objectives, and indicators as outlined below.   For this section, applicants should clearly indicate any goals and objectives that have changed or are new from the 2008 approved application.
In addition to the implementation of the following goals and objectives, the project must integrate and address the following program requirements:
1. The basic education of newcomer immigrant students is the responsibility of the local school district in which the pupil resides.  Immigrant Newcomer Student Program funds must be used only to supplement local, state, and other educational programs and support services and must not supplant already existing services.

2. The Immigrant Newcomer Student Program must be coordinated with the regular school programs and with other relevant programs that are required to serve immigrant newcomer students.  

Goal 1
To identify, recruit and enroll eligible immigrant students into the Immigrant Newcomer Student Program.

1.1 The project will establish procedures to identify the eligible secondary immigrant students residing in the geographic area of the project.
1.2 The project will aim to recruit and serve a minimum of one third of its students from surrounding secondary schools for both the academic year and summer programs, in accordance with the regional newcomer center model.  Continued funding for year four of the project will be contingent on the project meeting this goal. 

Goal 2
To develop, build upon and strengthen a coordinated delivery system of programs and services that enable secondary immigrant youth to meet the same content and student performance standards that all children are expected to meet.

2.1 The project will perform a general needs assessment, which will include the English language proficiency, native language literacy skills, and educational history of all the students identified for the project.

2.2 The project will establish a program of instruction that will enable immigrant students to succeed academically in regular classes that should include:

·  ESL instruction that includes both social and academic language and leads to both oral and literacy skills in English;
·  Literacy instruction, preferably in the native language, for students with limited formal schooling,

· Content courses taught either through the native language or through sheltered content courses that are taught in English and adapted to make the content more accessible.

2.3 The project will establish a transition policy that takes into account whether a student has met specific criteria and the maximum amount of time that a student can remain in a program.
2.4 The project will ensure that students who are transitioned out of the newcomer program receive appropriate monitoring and support.

Goal 3
To provide channels for family involvement including communication in the native language and parental education programs.

Goal 4
To establish links with the business community and institutions of higher education in order to provide students with a variety of post-secondary opportunities.
Goal 5
To provide on-going professional development for staff that will enable them to work more effectively with newcomer immigrant students.

Goal 6
To track students’ progress in learning English, mastery of core content knowledge and skills, and progress toward graduation.
Goal 7
To familiarize students with their new environment and to help them become part of the fabric of their schools and effective citizens of a pluralistic, democratic society.  
Goal 8
To identify other sources of  supplemental funding  for the program.


2.3
BUDGET DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS

The budget should be designed to accommodate reasonable costs of all planned activities, and should consider that:

· all eligible students are provided with educational and support services linked to the achievement of state standards;
· costs for staff to participate in regularly scheduled professional development and training activities are factored into the budget; and
· costs for program memberships in professional organizations are factored into the budget.
2.4
BUDGET REQUIREMENTS

Use of Funds Requirements (EDGAR 76.650 - 76.662)

When providing benefits to nonpublic school students with federal funds, the following must be addressed:

· The grantee must maintain administrative control over all funds and property. (No funds can flow directly to the nonpublic school via a subgrant).
· The grantee may place equipment and supplies in the nonpublic school for the period of time needed for the grant. The grantee must ensure that the materials are used only for the purposes of the grant and can be removed from the nonpublic school without remodeling the nonpublic school facility.
· Funds cannot be used for construction of nonpublic school facilities.

· Funds must be used to meet specific needs of students and staff. (Funds can not supplant benefits normally provided by the nonpublic school).
· Funds may be used to pay for services of an employee of the nonpublic school if the employee performs the services outside of his or her regular hours and the employees performs the services under the supervision of the grantee.

· All benefits provided, including equipment and materials, must be secular, neutral and non-ideological. (IASA, Sec 14503)
A. The following are budget requirements for the fourth year of the Immigrant Newcomer Student Program,  September 1, 2008 through August 31, 2009:

1. A minimum of seventy percent (70%) of the basic program funds requested must be allocated to direct services, and/or costs unique to the Immigrant Newcomer Student  Program including, but not limited to:

· educational instruction supplemental to other federal, state  and local programs;
· identification and assessment of newcomer immigrant secondary students;
· establishment and maintenance of a parent advisory council;

· counseling, college and work training transitions planning;
· health services;
· classroom supplies/textbooks, instructional technology;
· field trips;
· student transportation;  
· professional development costs for professional and support staff ;
· delivery of services through cooperative projects and activities with other agencies; and 

· translation services or translator compensation.
 2.   Indirect services is limited to 28% of budget and the balance (2%) in administrative costs up
       to 30%.   Administrative costs may include:

· office supplies;
· filling out grant reports
B. For each staff member whose duties must be entered in more than one salary line (for example, a staff member who serves as a teacher [100-100] and a counselor [200-100]), provide a job description which includes the percentage of time spent on each task, group of tasks, or responsibility. 

C.
All travel expenses must relate directly to the Immigrant Newcomer Student Program project activities and be well-justified. Grant funds may be used to pay necessary travel expenses only for Immigrant Newcomer Student education personnel working on this grant.  Please note:  When travel is via automobile, travel expenses are limited to the agency-approved rate per mile.  Documentation of the agency rate must be provided.

C. All equipment purchases must be related directly to the project activities described in the grant application.  All equipment must be itemized, sufficiently justified, and designed to meet the needs of Immigrant Newcomer Students. 
Ineligible Costs

Grant funds provided through this NGO may not be expended for the following:

· Indirect costs, which include those incurred for support services that are not readily identifiable and assigned to the program (i.e. custodial services, bookkeeping services, and utilities.)  

· Rental space (can be used toward the satisfaction of the matching funds requirement);

· Renovations or construction;

· College tuition for staff of the program;

· Supplanting Federal, State and local public funds that would have been expended for programs for limited English proficient and immigrant youth; and
· Costs that are not directly related to the implementation of grant activities.
