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SECTION 1: GRANT PROGRAM INFORMATION

1.1 DESCRIPTION OF THE GRANT PROGRAM

In January of 2002, the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (NCLB) became law. The Improving Teacher Quality Grant Programs (Title II) are a major component of the No Child Left Behind legislation. These programs encourage scientifically-based professional development as a means for improving student academic performance. As schools are responsible for improving student learning, it is essential to have highly qualified teachers leading the way. 

Title II, Part B of NCLB authorizes the Mathematics and Science Partnerships (MSP) program. MSP is intended to increase the academic achievement of students in mathematics and science by enhancing the content knowledge and teaching skills of classroom teachers. Partnerships between high-need school districts and the science, technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM) faculty in institutions of higher education are at the core of these improvement efforts. Additional partners may include public charter schools, businesses, and nonprofit or for-profit organizations concerned with mathematics and science education. Private schools are encouraged to participate in the program. Private schools within the boundaries of any high need Local Education Agency (LEA) may participate directly in the program through the local public school district. Other private schools may participate as a secondary partner with any high need LEA. 

Funds available for the Mathematics and Science Partnership competitive grant program will be awarded by the Department of Education to support proposals submitted by eligible partnerships that provide programs to improve mathematics and science instruction. The Department of Education has established a three-year project using federal funds, as follows: Year One, July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011; Year Two, July 1, 2011 to June 30, 2012; and Year Three July 1, 2012 to June 30, 2013. Years Two and Three awards are contingent upon successful completion of funded program goals and objectives while adhering to all requirements.
Eligible Partnerships include: a mathematics, science and/or engineering, department of an institution of higher education and a regional network of high-need local educational agencies. Teachers of math and science, at all grade levels, from districts with at least 20% of students receiving free or reduced lunches and/or those schools that have been identified as In Need of Improvement are targeted by this grant program. Additional partners may include another math, science, engineering, or teacher training department of an institution of higher education; public or private elementary schools or secondary schools, or a network of such schools.

MSP funds support the development and support of partnerships between IHEs and LEAs. Each organization is responsible for the success or failure of the project and therefore must demonstrate an active role. Proposals that demonstrate vendor-client relationships will not be funded.
Funded professional development activities will deepen understanding of the mathematics and science content that teachers need to know in order to effectively teach K-12 curricular topics. As a result of the sustained supported professional development participants will:

· Identify and clarify core knowledge and skills in mathematics and science including unifying themes, big ideas, concepts, skills and procedures, specific ideas, terminology, and formulas embedded in the New Jersey Core Curriculum Content Standards and curricular objectives. 

· Improve coherency of mathematical and scientific ideas as they develop over multiple grade levels. Make effective use of the research based on student learning to identify potential learning difficulties, developmental considerations, and common misconceptions associated with a science or mathematics curricular topic. 

· Apply effective content-specific pedagogical strategies and identify useful contexts for teaching scientific and mathematical ideas as they relate to a particular topic. 

· Improve teachers' ability to make connections within and across mathematics and science topics. 

· Empower teachers to continue and expand the work of their professional learning communities once funding is no longer available.

MSP Key Features 

1. Partnerships: MSP local projects are designed and implemented by partnerships that include IHE STEM faculty, K-12 administrators, faculty, and guidance counselors in participating K-12 schools, and administrators in higher education organizations. Additional partners are encouraged and may include businesses and additional departments of an institution of higher education (IHE). These partners and other stakeholders engage in the effort at both the institutional and individual levels, and share goals, responsibilities, and accountability for the project. The primary partnerships must include a mathematics, science, and/or engineering department at an IHE; and a regional network of high need LEAs. At least 80% of the participating LEAs must be either High Need or identified as In Need of Improvement. 

Key Elements for the Partnerships

· Partners are equal

· Roles for scientists and mathematicians are clearly defined

· Consistent values, goals and objectives are shared by all partners

· There are benefits to teachers

· There are benefits to students

· There are benefits to scientists and mathematicians

2. Content-Based Professional Development: The project focuses professional development on the deep science and mathematics content teachers need to understand for effective instruction, assessment and evaluation. 

3. Needs Assessment: The project must address the results of a comprehensive assessment of the teacher quality and professional development needs with respect to the teaching and learning of mathematics and science of any schools and LEAs that comprise the eligible partnership. 

4. Scientifically-Based Research (SBR): The activities to be carried out by the partnership must be based on a review of SBR. An explanation of how the activities expect to strengthen the quality of mathematics and science instruction and improve student academic achievement must be included. 

5. External Evaluation: Each partnership project shall develop an external evaluation and accountability plan for activities of the project that include rigorous objectives that measure the impact of the activities. Measurable objectives to increase the number of mathematics and science teachers who participate in content-based professional development activities must be included. Additionally, measurable objectives for improved student academic achievement are required. The partnership shall report annually to the US Department of Education and the New Jersey Department of Education regarding progress in meeting the objectives described in the evaluation and accountability plan. See section 1.9 of this Notice of Grant Opportunity for details related to external evaluation requirements.

1.2     ELIGIBILITY TO APPLY

The New Jersey Department of Education will award approximately $3,552,000 in MSP Competitive Grants. A total of six awards will be made. Due to differences in student population densities, there will be three awards in the Northern Region, two in the Central Region and one in the Southern Region. Each award will be funded up to a maximum request of $592,000. If there are no proposals from a particular region or proposals from a particular region do not meet the requirements of the NGO or does not score a minimum of 65, awards will be made to the next highest scoring proposal or proposals regardless of region. 

Special attention should be given to the external evaluation requirements. Projects that propose evaluation plans that do not meet or exceed the criteria specified in the U.S. Department of Education’s MSP document titled Criteria for Classifying Designs of MSP Evaluations will not be eligible for funding. Criteria for Classifying Designs of MSP Evaluations are provided as Appendix E. 

For the purposes of this grant, New Jersey is geographically divided into three regions (North, South, and Central), and further divided into 21 counties. It is highly recommended that the lead agency and the participating LEAs consider partnering with institutes within the same region. The chart below indicates the counties located within each of the three regions.

Each project proposal funded in Year One will be eligible for a continuation in Years Two and Three, pending attainment of stated goals and objectives, demonstrated effective program and fiscal management, and contingent upon receipt of federal funds. 

The New Jersey Mathematics and Science Partnerships Program is a limited, competitive grant program. Eligible applicants are IHEs with a mathematics, science and/or engineering department. Each application must consist of the following partners: 

· Applicant: an institution of higher education’s mathematics, science or engineering department;

· a regional network of high-need local educational agencies or districts in need of improvement; and

· at least one other mathematics, science, engineering,  or teacher training department of an institution of higher education from the geographic region;

In addition, the following organizations may be included as additional partners: 

· private schools, or a network of schools; and a business or a nonprofit or for-profit organization of demonstrated effectiveness in improving the quality of mathematics and science teachers; 

IHEs may only serve as a partner only in one application.

Applicants must include Documentation of Eligibility (Attachment D) for each of the partner LEAs and partner institutions to establish eligibility in this multiyear grant program. Funding for the MSP is contingent on receipt of federal funds. In addition, Documentation of Collaboration, verifying that the participants have agreed to enter into this partnership, must be included in the application. Failure to include and/or provide the Documentation of Eligibility and the Documentation of Collaboration may result in the ineligibility of the applicant. Collaborative partnership means all partners shall participate with the applicant agency in the preparation of the application, and in the implementation of the plan contained therein. Both the Documentation of Collaboration and Documentation of Eligibility forms are part of this NGO as Attachment A and D. Each partnership whose proposal is funded in Year One is eligible for a continuation in Years Two and Three, pending attainment of stated goals and objectives and receipt of federal funds. Agencies must demonstrate effective fiscal management each year. 

Year One awards in the amount of up to $592,000 are for the period of July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011; Year Two awards in the amount of up to $592,000 are for the period of, July 1, 2011 to June 30, 2012; and Year Three awards in the amount of up to $525,000 are for the period of July 1, 2012 to June 30, 2013.

Final awards are subject to the availability of Mathematics and Science Partnership funds. If balances are available, or if additional funds become available during the fiscal year, may go to the next highest scoring application of 65 points or above.

Each partnership project shall develop an external evaluation and accountability plan for activities of the project that include rigorous objectives that measure the impact of the activities.

Applicants are encouraged to build a high-quality randomized controlled trial (RCT) into the design of their project in order to rigorously evaluate its effectiveness. 2.2 PROJECT REQUIREMENTS 

Abstract (not to exceed 2500 characters)
All applicants must provide a summary that briefly describes the project vision, goals, activities, budget, external evaluation plan and key features that will be addressed and the expected benefits of the three year project. 

Needs Assessment (not to exceed 5000 characters)
The application must include the results of a comprehensive evidence-based needs assessment of the LEA’s teacher quality and professional development needs, with respect to the teaching and learning of mathematics and science. The statement of need should indicate a clear understanding of results of the needs assessment and how the goals and activities of the program are directly related to those needs. 

The following items are required to satisfy the needs assessment: 

· Identify specific gaps or weaknesses in teacher and student mathematic and/or science knowledge and the achievement to be addressed by the proposed MSP program; 

· Teacher quality and professional development needs with respect to the teaching and learning of mathematics and science; and
· Provide information about how each of the partners collaborated to develop the program.

Scientifically-Based Research (SBR) (not to exceed 5000 characters)

Provide a brief literature review of the current state of knowledge relevant to the program. Justify, citing the literature, why the proposed activities have been selected. An explanation of how the activities expect to improve student academic achievement and strengthen the quality of mathematics and science instruction must be included. 
Project Description (not to exceed 5000 characters)
1. In the project description identify the key activities that will be undertaken during the first project period as well as timeframes, resources, responsible persons and how external evaluation will be accommodated. The narrative must provide a description of the number, type, duration and intensity of professional development experiences, including the number of teachers engaged. 

· Projects should recruit new content specific cohorts from the same LEAs annually. For example, in Year One, three elementary school teachers, two middle school teachers, and all of the teachers of chemistry work together as a small learning community. In Year Two, three different elementary school teachers, two different middle school teachers, and the chemistry teachers from the Year One partner LEA work together as a small learning community. Multi-grade teams are required to be recruited annually.

2. Provide a brief description of how the partners collaborated to select/develop the MSP program activities, including the types of organizations involved in the process (e.g., STEM faculty, districts, and other potential partners).

Project Activity Plan for Year One (not to exceed 5000 characters)
MSP professional development activities will deepen understanding of the mathematics and science content teachers need to know to effectively teach K-12 curricular topics. 

Define the responsibilities of partners and fully account for how all the goals and objectives will be met. Provide definitive timelines for when activities will occur and their duration.

Required Activities:

Partnerships shall use funds provided for the following activities:

· directly relate to the curriculum and academic areas in which the teacher provides instruction, and focus only secondarily on pedagogy;

· develop or redesign more rigorous mathematics and science curricula that are aligned with challenging State and local academic content standards and with the standards expected for preparation for postsecondary study in mathematics and science;

· enhance the ability of the teacher to understand and apply the challenging State academic content standards for mathematics and science and to select appropriate curricula; and

· train teachers to use curricula that are:

· based on scientific research;

· aligned with challenging core curriculum content standards; and

· object-centered, experiment-oriented, and concept- and content-based; 

1. Establishing and supporting Professional Learning Communities comprised of participant teachers (see: http://www.nj.gov/education/profdev/pd/teacher/common.pdf). *
· Create opportunities for enhanced and ongoing professional development of mathematics and science teachers that improves the subject matter knowledge of such teachers.

· Promote strong teaching skills for mathematics and science teachers and teacher educators, including integrating reliable scientifically based research teaching methods and technology-based teaching and learning methods into the curriculum.

· Build skills and norms necessary for the expansion and sustainability of the Professional Learning Communities. 

· Structure and implement a cross-grade teacher exchange program whereby teachers experience teaching in a variety of grade levels. For example, high school teachers teach for a day in an elementary school, elementary school teachers teach in the high school, middle school teachers teach in an elementary school and a high school.

· Identify and clarify core knowledge and skills in mathematics and science including unifying themes, big ideas, concepts, skills and procedures, specific ideas, terminology, and formulas embedded in the content standards and curricular objectives. 

· Improve coherency of mathematical and scientific ideas as they develop over multiple grade levels. Make effective use of the research base on student learning to identify potential learning difficulties, developmental considerations, and alternative conceptions associated with a mathematics or science curricular topic. 

· Apply effective content-specific pedagogical strategies and identify useful contexts for teaching mathematical and scientific ideas as they relate to a particular topic. 

· Improve teachers' ability to make connections within and across mathematics and science topics. 

Objectives:

· Improve teachers’ pedagogical content knowledge; 

· Increase student achievement in mathematics and science;

· Increased integration of reliable scientifically based research teaching methods and technology-based teaching methods into the curriculum;
· Increase students’ content knowledge that is aligned to the teacher professional development activities; and

· Provide evidence of growth in the teachers’ use of technology integration in mathematics and science.

Three Year Comprehensive Professional Development Plan (not to exceed 5000 characters)
Include in the Year One application a three-year comprehensive professional development plan for the three-year grant cycle. Successful MSP grant applicants will propose three-year projects that provide intensive, sustained and supported professional development for well defined cohorts of teachers of mathematics and science. Outline the key activities that will be undertaken during the three-year project period as well as timeframes, resources, responsible persons and an outline of the three-year budget. 

A detailed plan for sustaining the professional development activities after the end of the three-year grant cycle must be included. 

Sustainability

Projects should systematically increase each partner’s capacity to sustain the continuous learning and growth of teachers. In order to be successful, the professional development must be aligned and integrated with other efforts. There must be adequate plans, policies, infrastructure, and community supports in place to support change. Professional learning is most powerful when it takes place in a community that is deeply committed to common goals and to sustaining new practices when those methods meet the inevitable challenges of implementation. Participants must believe in their capacity to do what has never been done – educate all students to high levels of “performance.”

Commitment and Capacity of Partnership

Does the partnership have the commitment and capacity to manage the program, organize the work, and meet deadlines? External Evaluation Plan (not to exceed 5000 characters)
Each partnership project shall develop an external evaluation and accountability plan for activities of the project that include rigorous objectives that measure the impact of the activities. MSP applicants must explain how they determined success in achieving their measurable objectives. Project directors are encouraged to collaborate with other applicants in securing the services of an external evaluator.

Applicants are encouraged to build a high-quality randomized controlled trial (RCT) into the design of their project in order to rigorously evaluate its effectiveness. RCTs are considered the gold standard for measuring a project’s impact based on persuasive evidence that (i) they are superior to other evaluation methods in producing valid estimates of a project’s impact; and (ii) the most commonly-used nonrandomized methods often produce erroneous conclusions. Applicants are encouraged to insure that they meet all GPRA criteria as defined in the Criteria for Classifying Designs of MSP Evaluations. (Appendix E) 

MSP applicants which, by themselves, may have not have the required minimum sample of teachers to carry out an RCT, can propose to partner with other MSP applicants to carry out a cross-site RCT. Applicants partnering in this way would need to implement the same MSP model (e.g., the same summer institute program providing the same teacher training). 

In developing the assessment plan, applicants and their vendor should refer to How to Conduct Rigorous Evaluations of Mathematics and Science Partnerships (MSP) Projects: A User-Friendly Guide for MSP Project Officials and Evaluators located at: http://edmsp.mspnet.org/index.cfm/12313. 
Applicants should include the following items in their External Evaluation Plan: 

1. A short statement of the research questions that the external evaluation seeks to answer (e.g., “Does the MSP project increase student math achievement; if so, by how much?”) Projects must include the USED GPRA evaluation questions.

2. Identification of an external researcher, or research team, who (i) has agreed to carry out the external evaluation, and (ii) who has previous experience in carrying out a high-quality education research. (Project directors are strongly encouraged to consider securing a common external evaluation team.)

3. A brief description of the plan for recruiting the required sample of comparison group teachers to participate in the external evaluation. 

4. A brief description of how the external evaluation will measure project outcomes. The evaluation should use existing data collection instruments that have already been deemed valid and reliable; or data collection instruments developed specifically for the evaluation are sufficiently pre-tested with subjects who were comparable to the study sample. 
Providing Services to Eligible Nonpublic School Students, Teachers, and other Personnel

The No Child Left Behind (NCLB) legislation, Section 9501, requires all applicants for certain discretionary grant programs to include and provide services to eligible nonpublic school students and/or teachers.  The MSP program is subject to the requirements of Sections 9501-9504 of the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 regarding the equitable participation of nonpublic school teachers in this grant program (see Project Requirements for further information).  

Nonpublic School Eligibility 

Nonpublic school eligibility is based on the location of the nonpublic school(s), the design of the specific grant program and the needs of the nonpublic school(s).  The needs must be able to be met via the discretionary grant program’s specific program design. ** Generally, the nonpublic school must be located within the communities or geographic boundaries of the applicant agency or partner agency if applicable.  According to the parameters of the grant program and available funding, the applicant agency determines the area to be served.  

**Example: If the design of the grant program is to provide supplemental math instruction for seventh and eighth grade students, then the nonpublic school(s) must serve seventh and eighth grade students who are in need of supplemental math instruction and must be in the geographic area served by participating public schools.

Timely and Meaningful Consultation

For assistance in identifying all of the nonpublic schools located within its geographic boundaries, the applicant should visit the Department’s website at http://www.nj.gov/njded/nonpublic which includes a list of nonpublic schools by locality as well as Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) with suggestions on how to contact the schools and how to document those contacts.  

The applicant agency is responsible to identify all appropriate nonpublic schools and to contact the appropriate nonpublic school officials to begin the consultation process.  The nonpublic school(s) must be given a genuine opportunity to participate in the grant program.  The NCLB legislation requires all applicants to conduct timely and meaningful consultation with the appropriate nonpublic school officials prior to the development of the local project’s grant application and prior to any decision being made regarding the design of the local project that could affect the ability of nonpublic school students, teachers and other education personnel to receive benefits. Consultation must continue throughout the implementation and assessment of activities.

Listed below are the considerations that must be taken into account by all applicants when assessing the needs of the nonpublic school students and teachers and when determining in consultation with the nonpublic school(s) whether those needs fit the grant’s program design.  Consultation generally must include discussion on such issues as: 

· which children will receive benefits under the project and how their needs will be/have been identified; 

· what services will be provided; 

· how, when, where, and by whom the services will be provided;

· how the services will be assessed and how the results of the assessment will be used to improve those services; 

· the amount of funds available for services; and

· how and when decisions about the delivery of services will be made.  

NOTE: A unilateral offer of services by an applicant agency with no opportunity for discussion on the part of the nonpublic school representative is not adequate consultation. 

Consistent and Comparable Services and Benefits

The NCLB legislation requires that the participation and involvement of the nonpublic school partners and participants be consistent (closely parallel, be similar) with the number of eligible children enrolled in nonpublic elementary and secondary schools within the geographic boundaries of the applicant agency or partner agency if applicable.  The grant-related services and benefits must be comparable (having a similar effect) to those provided to public school children and teachers participating in the program, and they must be provided in a timely manner.  All services to nonpublic school students and teachers must be secular, neutral, and non-ideological.  

The Education Department General Administrative Regulations (EDGAR) §76.652 states that the applicant agency shall give appropriate representatives a genuine opportunity to express their views regarding each matter subject to the consultation requirements outlined above.  By following this course of action, a successful consultation will result in a well-matched agreement between the applicant and the eligible nonpublic school(s).  This agreement should:

· be appropriate for the specific grant program; 

· allow for the orderly and efficient integration of the services for the nonpublic school students/teachers into the operation of the local project; and 

· result in benefits which have similar effects for both the applicant and the nonpublic school students and/or teachers. 

Use of Funds Requirements (EDGAR 76.650 - 76.662)

When providing benefits to nonpublic school students with federal funds, the following must be addressed:

· The grantee must maintain administrative control over all funds and property. (No funds can flow directly to the nonpublic school via a subgrant).
· The grantee may place equipment and supplies in the nonpublic school for the period of time needed for the grant. The grantee must ensure that the materials are used only for the purposes of the grant and can be removed from the nonpublic school without remodeling the nonpublic school facility.
· Funds cannot be used for construction of nonpublic school facilities.

· Funds must be used to meet specific needs of students and staff. (Funds cannot supplant benefits normally provided by the nonpublic school).
· Funds may be used to pay for services of an employee of the nonpublic school if the employee performs the services outside of his or her regular hours and the employees performs the services under the supervision of the grantee.

· All benefits provided, including equipment and materials, must be secular, neutral and nonideological. (IASA, Sec 14503)
____________________________________________________________________________________

*A nonpublic school is defined in N.J.A.C. 18A:46A-1 as an elementary or secondary school within the State, other than a public school, offering education for grades kindergarten through 12, or any combination of them, wherein any child may legally fulfill compulsory school attendance requirements and which complies with the requirements of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (P.L. 88-352). A list of nonpublic schools by LEA district can be found on the New Jersey Department of Education website at http://www.nj.gov/njded/nonpublic/.

Required Forms 

The applicant must scan and upload, as part of the EWEG application the signed Nonpublic Equitable Participation Summary and Affirmation of Consultation. Be sure to answer the questions on the form for each nonpublic school. Use an attached page as necessary. This form can be found as Attachment B. An applicant agency may be disqualified from MSP program funding if it fails to provide this form annually.
2.3 BUDGET DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS

The MSP program funds must be spent exclusively on costs associated with providing high quality, content-specific professional learning opportunities to mathematics and science teachers of grades K-12. In general, it is expected that MSP project funds will be budgeted at a level of approximately $45-$55 per teacher per contact hour.  

Applicants should refer to pp. 15 and 16 of this Notice of Grant Opportunity to insure that proposed activities are within the scope of the required or permitted activities.

BUDGET REQUIREMENTS

For any staff member whose duties include both administrative and instructional services create separate budget entries showing the requested amount for each set of services. Describe the grant-related services to be provided, as well as whether or not the person is working outside regular hours and be sure to describe each benefit and its percentage when benefits other than FICA are being requested. 

The provisions of A-5/Chapter Law 53 contain additional requirements concerning prior approvals, as well as expenditures related to travel. It is strongly recommended that the applicant work with their business administrator when constructing the budget. The NJDOE applies the A-5 restrictions uniformly to all grantees. Unless otherwise specified, the following restrictions apply to all grant programs:

· No reimbursement for in-state overnight travel (meals and/or lodging)

· No reimbursement for meals on in-state travel

· Mileage reimbursement is capped at $.31/mile

The applicant must provide a direct link for each cost to the goals and objectives in the project Activity Plan. 

For budget entry, describe in the Title of Position and Description boxes the cost, its specific need and relation to the grant, and a cost that supports the cost basis shown in the Cost Basis section. For full-time employees working a part of all of their regular work day on the grant, applicants must describe the actual professional development instruction or coaching (instructional salaries) duties to be performed and to whom they are providing the services. All other duties should be coded as non-instructional salaries. Applicants must be sure to include an appropriate cost basis such as the hourly rate and the number of hours worked. For salaries, show the annual salary (if less than 12 months be sure to identify the percentage of time covered by the salary) and the percentage of that salary being paid by the grant.

A maximum of ONE formal round pre-award revision will be conducted. Grant award amounts will be based on the budget entries that are appropriately qualified and approvable after that one round.

The Department of Education will disallow all ineligible costs, as well as costs not supported by the Project Activity Plan. These funds will not be eligible for reallocation.

Grant funds must be used to supplement and not supplant existing efforts of the organization. Federal funds cannot be used to pay for anything that a grant applicant would normally be required to pay for with either local, state, or federal funds or aid. This requirement also covers services previously provided by a different person or job title. The exceptions are for activities and services that are not currently provided or statutorily required, and for component(s) of a job or activity that represent an expansion or enhancement of normally provided services.

Project Management Professional Development Requirements

· Project Directors and up to one other staff member are required to attend one MSP Regional Meeting that is conducted by the US Department of Education. MSP funds can be used to support travel expenses. 

· Project Directors and key personnel are required to attend one initial state training session and four (4) project director meetings annually. MSP funds should be budgeted for these events.

MAXIMUM ELIGIBLE COSTS:

Project Management Team Salaries: These costs are not to exceed 10% of the project director’s salary and 5% of a site coordinator’s salary. The salary of the program coordinators, project director, and site coordinators should not exceed 10% of the grant amount. Upload a current signed memo from the Vice President or equivalent of Human Resources that describes and certifies the regular annual salaries or regular hourly rate of the persons shown. Be sure to budget only those rates. 

Higher Education Faculty: Whether faculty are being paid a portion of their regular full-time annual salary for grant-related work or being paid an hourly rate for work to be performed outside regular work hours or in addition to their regular work hours, upload a current signed memo from the Vice President or equivalent of Human Resources that describes and certifies the regular annual salaries or regular hourly rate of the persons shown. Be sure to budget only those rates.  Documentation of the faculty member’s salary must be provided annually.

Based on OMB Circular A-21, the IHE will need to keep records to identify that these payments reflect the amount of salary and fringe benefits related to the MSP work, calculated "based on the individual faculty member's regular compensation for the continuous period which, under the policy of the institution concerned, constitutes the basis of his salary."  (See OMB Circular A-21, Section J.10.d and Section K.10.a.)
· As with all uses of federal grant funds, the subgrantee will also need to maintain records to document that this payment is reasonable and necessary to the approved project.
Consultant and Contracts: Not to exceed $1000 per full day for professional services. The total funds for consultants are not to exceed 5% the grant amount. Consultant expenses should be calculated according to the state regulations governing travel and lodging expenses. 
External Evaluation Services: Approximately 10% of the total award can be used for external evaluation services. Projects are strongly encouraged to collaborate and secure the services of a common vendor. 

Teachers’ Compensation: The grant program's maximum allowable contribution to teacher compensation is $1750 for each participant. The $1750 includes any mileage reimbursements and/or hospitality services. 

Tuition: Annual tuition payment (payable to the IHE where the credits will be earned and coded 200-500) for up to 12 undergraduate and/or graduate course credits is permissible if the course and participant meet all four of the following criteria:

1. the course is directly related to the MSP participants’ professional development plan;

2. the course will lead to the completion of an accredited undergraduate or graduate education program;

3. the participant successfully completes the course with a grade of B or better; and

4. the tuition for a course is not already provided by the LEA. 

Travel: Travel expense reimbursement is limited to the state-approved rate per mile of $ .31 cents per mile. Other travel arrangements should be made by the least expensive means available. Meals and/or in-state overnight lodging is prohibited. A-5 Travel regulations apply to both project employees and participants.

Materials and Supplies: Funds may be spent on materials and supplies to facilitate the professional learning of teachers, not on classroom instructional materials. Additionally, MSP program funds cannot be spent on equipment (e.g. smart boards, computers, podcast equipment, printers, camcorders, etc.) capital improvements, facilities rental, full salaries of administrative or clerical personnel, and tuition charges and/or university fees (already covered in the higher education partners’ salary and fringe.)

Restricted Indirect Costs: Restricted Indirect Costs are only allowable with current documentation of a current federally approved indirect cost rate from the applicant’s cognizant federal agency which must be submitted with the application. 8% is the maximum restricted, indirect cost rate allowed and that 8% of the modified total direct cost for the project (total direct costs minus equipment and subgrants) is the maximum amount of restricted, indirect costs allowed. The Department reserves the right to limit indirect costs.

Refer to the Discretionary Grants Application (DGA) document, page 18 – Form F, for more information on requesting indirect costs. However, institutions are strongly encouraged to maximize the use of grant funds for direct services.

INELIGIBLE COSTS:

· Costs associated with writing the application; 

· Supporting the research of individual scholars or faculty members;

· Supporting faculty leave. (The support of release time for faculty to participate in the project is permissible as described under Maximum Eligible Costs);

· Providing compensation for IHE faculty attending workshops or conferences other than U.S. Department of Education Mathematics and Science Partnership Conferences;

· Supporting travel to out-of-state professional meetings, unless it is demonstrated that attendance at a meeting will directly and significantly advance a project;

· Costs that are not directly related to the educational program and that are unsupported by the NGO;

· Fees or stipends for Praxis exams; 

· Entertaining; and also

· Expenditures for meals at local professional development workshops and local institute training sessions.
