Completed petitions must be saved as Adobe PDF documents and submitted as an attachment to an email sent to:  osepdisputeresolution@doe.state.nj.us. Please note that requests for a complaint investigation, enforcement of a mediation agreement or enforcement of a final decision will NOT be accepted via electronic mail and must be mailed or faxed to the OSEP to be accepted and processed.
