· 28 people moved as of 9/8/09

· 118 have a move date scheduled by 6/30/10
2. Community Services Waiting List Update as of  9/8/09

· Twenty seven (27) people out of the 47 have chosen to remain in his/her home with additional supports and services

· Seventeen (17) people out of the 47 have chosen an out of home option
· Twenty six (26) people out of the 47 are receiving additional supports and services and have been removed from the WL
· One (1) Person is in a Psychiatric Hospital
· Two (2) people (deceased; DC)

· Remaining people are still solidifying supports and services

· Thirty five (35) people out of the 53 have chosen to remain in his/her home with additional supports and services

3. Emergency E Blast update as of 9/9/09

4.  Deborah Robinson from Quality and Planning gave a presentation on the Olmstead Quality Indicators.  It was well received.  Some suggestions will be investigated as to how to make the collection of information easier.
5. Virginia Carlson discussed merging the Quality Management Steering Committee with the Advisory Council’s Quality Group.  This will assist with minimizing duplication of efforts.

6. Another review of the Transition from DC to Community process has taken place.  Suggestions made from the larger group will be reviewed.  An individual and family member are needed to participate in this process.  Recommendations were given to Jon Sefried for follow up.
7. The Fee for Service Workgroup suggestions were discussed at the larger meeting with members from Linda Lewis-Day’s committee.  The Fee for Service Workgroup did a great job and extensive follow up was apparent.  The suggestions will be considered and incorporated as the larger group continues to work on Fee for Service plans for the future.
8. Discussion about the future direction of all the workgroups occurred.  It was determined that a review of the status of the current groups should take place.  The Division has many initiatives that could lend themselves to assistance from the Stakeholder community.  Some initial suggestions were: Diversion of DC Admissions, County System and Employment issues.

Future directions will be discussed with the key DDD representatives and the Co-Chairs of the current sub-committees.
