Microsoft Enterprise Agreement

The State of New Jersey and Members of the Cooperative Purchasing have an installed base of Microsoft products.  The Microsoft Enterprise Agreement provides for varying pricing levels to the State agencies and members of the Cooperative Purchasing.  

The State of New Jersey has submitted a Request for Quotation (RFQ) to solicit proposals from authorized Microsoft Large Account Resellers (LAR) who are authorized to sell Microsoft Enterprise Agreement products, services and shrink-wrap/full package products to the State of New Jersey and members of the Cooperative Purchasing (i.e. local government entities).  This RFQ will result in a contract under which State agencies, counties, and municipalities may purchase from the responsive vendor, whose bid proposal is most advantageous to the State, price and other factors considered.  Vendors must bid on all of the combination of the requested products. 

The contract will be based upon the attached Microsoft Enterprise Agreement.
