Notice of Availability of Funds

Juvenile Accountability Block Grant Program 


Take notice that, in compliance with N.J.S.A. 52:14-34.4, the Juvenile Justice Commission hereby announces the availability of the following grant program funds.

A.
Name of program: Federal Fiscal Year 2011 (FFY11) Juvenile Accountability Block Grant Program. Grant period of January 1, 2012 to December 31, 2012. 

B.
Purpose:  The Juvenile Accountability Block Grant Program (JABG) offers grants to municipalities pre-determined by the Federal Government, as listed below, to plan and implement community-based sanctions and services for juveniles adjudicated or charged as delinquent and delinquency prevention programs.  Municipalities use these grant funds to support local activities in one or more of the 17 authorized Program Purpose Areas and develop programs that promote greater accountability in the juvenile justice system.  

C.
Amount of money in the fund: The total amount of funds allocated for municipalities is $50,842.  For Federal Fiscal Year 2011, the three municipalities and their funding allocations are:

These funding allocations are for a minimum of one year.  Future Federal appropriations for these grant programs is subject to appropriation and availability of sufficient funds.  Each municipality designated by the Federal Government that submits a complete and timely Juvenile Crime Enforcement Plan/Application will have their application reviewed by the Juvenile Justice Commission (Youth Services Commission (YSC) Grants Management Unit) prior to receiving their formula award.  A 10 percent cash match is required on the Juvenile Accountability Block Grant; however, if the project to be funded is the construction of a juvenile detention or correctional facility, the cash match required is 50 percent.

D.
Organizations which may apply for funding under this program: Organizations that may apply for the Juvenile Accountability Block Grant are municipalities pre-determined by the Federal Government, as listed above.  The mayor of the municipality may designate an implementing agency/provider for the respective municipality.

E.  
Qualifications needed by an applicant to be considered for funding: To be considered for funding, an eligible applicant must be pre-determined by the Federal Government based on a formula that takes into account local law enforcement expenditures and the level of violent crime.  

F.   
Procedures for eligible organizations to apply: A blank Federal Fiscal Year 2011 JABG Juvenile Crime Enforcement Application will be mailed to each pre-determined municipality, simultaneous with the posting of notice in the New Jersey Register.  Municipalities must then submit a completed Federal Fiscal Year 2011 JABG Juvenile Crime Enforcement Application by the established deadline.  The Application will be reviewed by the Juvenile Justice Commission Youth Services Commission Grant Management Unit.  Municipalities that fail to submit their application by November 1, 2011 will automatically waive their funds to the respective county.
