REFERENCE: FINGERPRINTING FEE DECREASE

The Private Detective Unit has been notified that effective immediately the fees for electronic
fingerprinting have been reduced. This reduction is the result of the Federal Bureau of Investigation

lowering the fee for the Federal background search. The new fees for all SORA applicants are as follows:

Initial Security Officer, Owner, Bounty Hunter applications: $67.50

As a matter of information, all renewal application fees include fingerprint archive retrieval. As
such, the archive retrieval fee of $22.55 will automatically be added to the renewal fee. (See Below)

Security Officer Renewal Fee (including Archive Fee): $82.55
Bounty Hunter Renewal Fee (including Archive Fee): $225.55
Security Company Owner Fee (including Archive Fee): $225.55

All applicants that live and work beyond a twenty mile radius of the New Jersey border will be
permitted to submit ink and roll fingerprint cards. Only these applicants may submit cards directly to the
Private Detective Unit. The completed MorphoTrak form must accompany the two ink and roll
fingerprint cards along with a check made payable to MorphoTrak with the appropriate fee. The fees for
ink and roll cards are as follows:

Security Company Owner initial applications: $63.55
