On the B5 from June
2017, we determined the amount of revenue classified for
Reimbursable vs. Non Reimbursable was not allocated
correctly. We correctly determined the revenue by adding
all lunch revenue (lunch counts x lunch price) plus
reimbursments and commodities. The remainder of the
revenue was then the Non Reimbursable revenue. The
person doing the B5 allocated all ACH revenue into the
Reimbursable revenue category, which is not correct. Once
this was determined and the revenue was allocated
properly, the revenue tool was in compliance. Therefore
we will meet with the distrcit to ensure the B5 is completed
correctly in the future. This would be our corrective action.
