
NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that, pursuant to the “Cable Television Act,” N.J.S.A. 48:5A-16(f), the 
New Jersey Board of Public Utilities (“NJBPU” or “Board”) hereby gives notice of virtual public 
hearings to discuss the application of CSC TKR, LLC (“CSC” or “Cablevision”) for renewal of its 
system-wide franchise (“SWF”).  On January 31, 2025, CSC filed an application (“Application”) 
with the Board’s Office of Cable Television & Telecommunications, requesting the renewal of its 
SWF to continue offering cable television service.  On February 11, 2010, the Board granted a 
SWF to Cablevision for a term of seven (7) years.  Thereafter, on February 22, 2017, the Board 
issued a SWF renewal to Cablevision for a term of seven (7) years, which expired on January 10, 
2024.  Cablevision currently serves thirty-six (36) municipalities under its SWF, which are the 
subject of the Application and has filed to add an additional seven (7) municipalities to its franchise 
territory.  The new municipalities are as follows: Borough of Carteret; the Township of Clark; the 
City of Linden; the City of Perth Amboy; the City of Rahway; the Borough of Roselle and the 
Township of Woodbridge.
