	AmountRow1: $1,075,000
	OverviewRow1: Significant amounts of sediment were deposited in Deal Lake as a result of Superstorm Sandy, adding to flooding concerns in surrounding communities and resulting in potential property damage.  The sediment also impacts recreational navigation within the lake and impacts ecological habitats. This project will remove Sandy deposited sediment from the lake by dredging.

	Federal Requirements  RestrictionsRow1: NRCS's Emergency Watershed Protection Program provides financial assistance in response to natural disasters where the current condition of watershed impairment poses a threat to health, life or property.
