Eligibility Standards:

Funds appropriated for NJ will be allocated to each sector based on its loss estimates to the total loss estimates
for each sector — i.e. a sectors proportional loss compared to total losses. This approach allocates available
funds equitably and provides more funds for those sectors that incurred a greater proportion of losses.
