	OverviewRow1: NOAA's regular fisheries disaster assistance (non-Sandy funding) under the Consolidated Appropriations Act of 2014. Round 1 funding provided direct assistance grants to individuals and businesses in fishing related industries, including marinas, which incurred losses due to Sandy. However, those grant awards were capped at $10,000 and publicly owned fishing access facilities (marinas, boat ramps, piers etc.) were not eligible for funding.
