Individuals interested in becoming a NJDOC Correctional Police Officer are NOT required to take the Civil Service
Exam. However, all applicants MUST meet the following requirements:

Education
Must have received a high school diploma
or its equivalent.
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Age
Must be a minimum of 18 years of age.

Citizenship
Must be a U.S. citizen.

License

Must possess a driver’s license that is valid in
the State of New Jersey. Applicants must also
be eligible to possess a firearm, in accordance
with State and Federal law.
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Background Check

Must successfully pass a background check that
includes employment history, driving history,
domestic violence history, and criminal history.
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Medical
Must receive a thorough medical and psychological
examination, and provide urine samples for analysis.

Physical Fitness

Must pass the NJ Police Training Commission’s
Pre-Academy Physical Conditioning Entry
Requirements, which includes:

* Minimum of 19 push-ups in one (1) minute
* Minimum of 22 sit-ups in one (1) minute

* 12.5-inch vertical jump

» 300 meter run in 84 seconds or less

* 1.5-mile run in 19 minutes or less

Residency

NJDOC adheres to the NJ First Act - all NJDOC
Correctional Police Officers are required to reside in
the State of New Jersey UNLESS they are exempted
under the law. If you live in a neighboring state, you
may apply for an exemption.
