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police and EMS.  It also includes “emergency management, public health, clinical care, public works and other skilled support personnel (such as equipment operators) that provide immediate support services during prevention, response and recovery operations.   This course is available on line through the New Jersey Homeland Security First Responder Training Center.  It is also available on line through FEMA’s Emergency Management Institute.
ICS 402 – ICS Summary for Executives.  This course is intended for senior level staff without specific ICS or multi-agency coordination system roles.  This course is currently not available on line.  The State Police Office of Emergency Management is working to make this course available.  In addition, the State League of Municipalities will offer the course at their Annual Conference in Atlantic City, and will provide other opportunities over the next few months.

Higher Level Training Courses

The higher level courses referred to in the Executive Order – ICS 200, ICS 300 and ICS 400 – do not need to be completed until the end of 2006 (ICS 200) or 2007 (ICS 300 and 400).   These courses are as follows:

· ICS 200 (Basic ICS) is for all first line supervisors, single resource leaders, lead dispatchers, field supervisors, company officers and entry level positions on Incident Management Teams and other emergency personnel that require a higher level of ICS training.  

· ICS 300 (Intermediate ICS) is directed to all middle management, strike team leaders, task force leaders, unit leaders, division/group supervisors, branch directors and multi-agency coordination system/Emergency operations center staff.  

· ICS 400 (Advanced ICS) is for all command and general staff, agency administrators and department heads with on-scene incident management responsibilities, emergency managers, area commanders and multi-agency coordination system/emergency operations center managers.

The Office of Emergency Management is currently developing training opportunities for the various courses.  These will be regionally scheduled or made available (via the web) over the next few months

Additional information identifying personnel responsibilities and the related courses will be distributed by the Office of Emergency Management over the next few weeks.

Training Advisory





The Department of Law and Public Safety is providing the following information to municipal officials.  Municipal Clerks are asked to bring this information to the attention of elected officials and emergency management personnel.





Enclosed with this Notice is a letter from State Police Superintendent Col. Joseph Fuentes concerning municipal government responsibilities under the National Incident Management System (NIMS).  The NIMS system is used by New Jersey emergency responders to provide communication and coordination during local, regional, and statewide emergencies.  The letter is a broad outline of training that municipal employees in various positions need to have in order for the municipality to be considered NIMS compliant.  





The State adopted NIMS through an Executive Order issued by Acting Governor Codey.  This Executive Order establishes a deadline of December 31, 2005 for the introductory level training described in the letter.   





Recognizing the large universe of individuals needing training, the State will be flexible with this deadline.  Local governments should train as many first responders as reasonably possible prior to December 31, 2005 and at that time have a plan to provide the necessary training to the balance of first responders through the first quarter of 2006.  





The following summarizes the introductory training courses:





IS 700 - National Incident Management – An Introduction.  This course is intended for anyone with a direct role in emergency preparedness, incident management or response; generally this includes agency heads as well as their senior staff and other staff members with emergency response responsibility.  It is an independent study course that explains the purpose, principles, key components and benefits of NIMS.  It is offered free-of-charge online through the federal� HYPERLINK "http://training.fema.gov/emiweb/IS/crslist.asp" �� Emergency Management Institute�.





ICS100 – Introduction to ICS.  This course is for first responders.  The December 17, 2003 Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD 8) contains a definition of first responder that is broader than the traditional fire,
