EXIGENCY 

• Choose contractor and obtain pro-
posal of fees 

• Contractor submits Political  
Contribution Disclosure 10 days in 
advance of award date (c.271) and 
Stockholder Disclosure Certification. 

• Contractor submits Business Entity 
Disclosure Certification prior to 
award (c.19) 

• Review documents to ensure no ap-
parent conflicts 

• Governing body makes public award 
if above bid threshold; PA or QPA 
can award if below bid threshold, as 
appropriate. 

• Emergencies (affecting pub-
lic health, safety and wel-
fare): adopt resolution and 
file report with DLGS 

• Single Source: apply for ap-
proval to Treasurer through 
DLGS
