GMIS International and NJ GMIS also sponsor a National Certification program for Government IT Managers, the Certified Government Chief Information Officer, originally developed by the University of North Carolina. This program is now available to NJ GMIS Members at a discounted rate through Rutgers University and taught by Dr. Alan Shark Director of the Public Technology Institute.
