Insurance Claims & Damage Losses

As reported by the New Jersey Department of Banking and Insurance,
Atlantic County incurred approximately $265 million worth a damage
from the storm. Over 16,000 insurance claims were processed and
70% of those wergaid out to the property ownersOf the total
insurance claims, 4,709 or 28% were flood related claims, 8,456 or
50.2% were residential related claims, and 751 or 4.5% were
commercial related claims. In comparison New Jersey overall saw
47.2% flood relatd claims, 23.5 % residential related claims, and

9.6% commercial related claims.

Based on insurance claims the barrier island communities suffered
the greatest loss with Atlantic City reporty $83.3 million in losses,
followed by Brigantine with $44.2 thon in losses, Margate with
$39.1 million in losses, and Ventnor with $37.4 million in losses.
Bayside and inland communities suffered much less damage, with
thosemunicipalitiesonly reporting up ta4.5 million in claimed losses

with some reporting lesthan $10,000 in losses.
