Fact: More than 38 million tons of food waste was
generated in the U.S. in 2014, with only 5.1%
diverted from landfills and incinerators for
composting. It is estimated that more food waste
reaches landfills and incinerators than any other
material in our everyday trash, constituting 21.6%
; of discarded municipal solid waste.
