tc ""The New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection (NJDEP) is prepared to file a Decision Document for the Pine Lake Park Ground Water Contamination Site in Manchester Township. Based on findings/conclusions of the Remedial Investigation (RI), NJDEP has determined that no further action is warranted for the Pine Lake Park area ground water.

Contamination was first detected in Pine Lake Park in August 1987 when routine sampling of a domestic well was conducted.  Subsequently, Ocean County Health Dept. and NJDEP sampled a total of 1,337 domestic wells in the area between 1987 and 1989.  Contaminants detected in the wells included carbon tetrachloride, tetrachloroethylene, methylene chloride and chloroform. The concentration of contaminants exceeded the State regulatory Maximum Contaminant Levels (MCL) in 157 wells. A public water supply system was provided to the Pine Lake Park community by the Manchester Utilities Authority in 1990.  
In 2008, NJDEP initiated a RI of the Pine Lake Park community ground water.  The investigation consisted of monitor wells and ground water screening throughout the community.  All 30 existing monitor wells were sampled in September 2009.  The samples were analyzed for volatile organic compounds.  The analytical results showed no detections in any of the samples collected. 

tc "The proposed treatment area is located on the west side of the building complex and has been identified as a source of groundwater contamination.  This source area is 20,000 square feet.  Additional wells will be installed to monitor the performance of the system, with four (4) quarterly groundwater sampling events proposed. In order to ensure that the entire source area is identified, a portion of the existing building will need to be demolished in order to access areas which are potentially contaminated.  "

tc ""The results of multiple rounds of ground water sampling within Pine Lake Park indicate that the ground water is no longer contaminated in this area.  More detailed discussions of the findings of the RI are documented in the Remedial Investigation Report.  The selected remedy for this area of investigation is “No Further Action”.  NJDEP has determined that no further action is warranted with respect to the ground water in the Pine Lake park community.   The existing Well Restriction Area for Pine Lake Park will also be revoked.
