The East Branch Rahway River received a "poor" rating in 2014, improving slightly from the 
"very poor" rating in 2013.This site was still dominated by pollution tolerant fishes; however 
4 more species were captured in 2014 than in 2013. Most notably, larval northern two-lined 
salamanders were captured in 2014. Habitat restoration that was completed at this site in 
2011 may have benefited the stream's biota.
