This matter, having been opened by the Commissioner of Banking and Insurance
(“Commissioner™), State of New Jersey, upon information that Jonathan Eric Donato
(“Respondent™), currently licensed as a non- resident insurance producer, pursuant to N.J.S.A,
17:22A-34a, may have violated various provisions of the insurance laws of the State of New
Jersey; and

WHEREAS, Respondent is subject to the provisions of the New Jersey Insurance
Producer Licensing Act of 2001, N.J.S.A. 17:22A-26 to -48 (the “Producer Act”); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 17:22A-40a (2), an insurance producer shall not violate
any insurance law, regulation, subpoena or order of the Commissioner or of another state’s

insurance regulator; and



WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 17:22A-40a (8), an insurance producer shall not use
fraudulent, coercive or dishonest practices, or demonstrate incompetence, untrustworthiness or
financial irresponsibility in the conduct of insurance business in this State or elsewhere; and

WHEREAS, on November 4%, 2024, S.F., a New Jersey insured, contacted the
respondent to obtain quotes for new health care plans; and

WHEREAS, the Respondent used high-pressure sales tactics with S.F. via phone and text
message exchange in an attempt to enroll them into a health plan, in violation of N.J.S.A.
17:22A-40 (2) and (8); and

WHEREAS, the Respondent:

1) Has admitted responsibility for the aforementioned violations;

2) Has cooperated with the investigation conducted by the New Jersey Department of
Banking and Insurance (“Department”); and

WHEREAS, cause does exist under N.J.S.A. 17B:27B-24 for the imposition of a civil
penalty for the aforementioned violation of the insurance laws of this State; and

WHEREAS, Respondent has waived its right to a hearing on the aforementioned
violation and consents to imposition of a civil penalty in the amount of two thousand five
hundred (2,500.00), pursuant to N.J.S.A. 17B:27B-24; and

WHEREAS, this matter should be resolved upon the consent of the parties without resort
to a formal hearing on the aforementioned violation;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS on this 8th  day of May , 2026

ORDERED AND AGREED, that Respondent shall pay a civil penalty totaling $2,500.00;

and



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED AND AGREED, that said fine shall be paid by certified
check, cashier’s check or money order made payable to the “State of New Jersey, General
Treasury,” which shall be paid upon execution of this Consent Order by Respondent; and
