e More informative, easier to understand one-page Summary Reports

e Additional navigation tools and an improved search page within the reports

e Emphasis on student growth, with the growth section featured before the academic
achievement section in the Detailed Reports

e More information about staff demographics, discipline, progress toward English Language
Proficiency, and college and career readiness such as graduation pathways and participation in
Career and Technical Education (CTE) and dual enrollment coursework.
