Individual schools are encouraged to nominate exceptional educators with diverse
backgrounds to ensure that the honorees represent the ethnic/racial diversity of New Jersey. As an added incentive to
participate this year, the New Jersey School Boards Association made it possible for over 2,400 educators who were
named as their local school’s educator of the year to receive free virtual educational resources that will benefit their
students.

The County Teachers of the Year will network with educators throughout the state and serve as ambassadors for New

A panel of educators then will select the New Jersey State Teacher of the Year based on written applications, video
submissions, and interviews with the top six finalists.

The State Teacher of the Year is expected to be announced at the State Board of Education's October meeting and will
go on to represent New Jersey in competing for the title of National Teacher of the Year.
