•If you are a part-time teacher,
mentoring is extended until
you have completed 1 year of
mentoring or 30 weeks
(district’sshouldincludethis
whenregistering you in the 
PLRMS)

•$550 is paid through the 
district to the mentor teacher

Youmust applyonlineusing TCIS
onceyouhavesuccessfully
completedtheProvisional 
Teacher Process

•You must have met all of the
following:

1) Completed 1 year of
mentoring

2) Earned 2 years of
effective or highly
effective final evaluation
ratings under a
provisional license

•There is no cost for a standard
license if you hold a CEAS

*Note that if you change school districts (not schools within a district) during the provisional year and begin teaching in a new school district, a new provisional certificate will be required.

Annually,youmust be
evaluatedusing yourdistrict’s
evaluationrubric in accordance 
withAchieveNJ

•As a non-tenured teacher, you
must receive a minimum of 3
observations (at least20
minutes each) by your district 

•You must earn at least 2 years of
effective or highly effective final
evaluation ratings under a
provisional license, which must
be entered into the online
PLRMS system

•There is no cost to be evaluated

Uponcompletionof a teacher
preparationprogram, youmust
obtainyourCEASpriorto
accepting employment in a New
Jerseypublicschool

•You apply online using the
Teachers Certification
Information System (TCIS)

•Make sure that you complete all
components of the Applicant
Checklist

•To check your application status,
access the TCIS Application
Status Check system

•$170 fee to apply for your CEAS
