The district continues to implement a tiered system of support through RtI, offering support to the at-risk population and establishing criteria to identify

children who may need additional intervention. At-risk students are invited to participate in a summer tutoring program and high impact after school

tutoring to improve math and literacy skills. The district also offers a full continuum of services for special education students, including: in-class resource,

pull-out support, self-contained rooms, speech, OT, and PT. K-6 Intervention & Referral Services (I&RS) and Preschool Intervention & Referral (PIRS)

services are also available.

 

Student Health and Wellness:

The wellness committee creates an action plan each year to encourage appropriate nutritional choices and adequate physical activity. Each school

provides activity during the �rst ten minutes of the school day to allow students to segue from home to school and prepare for learning. Teachers also

utilize brain breaks and other mindfulness practices to encourage wellness and overall well-being. The district holds a Wellness fair for families in the

Spring.

Parents are typically encouraged to attend parent interaction and Title I meetings, Back to School Nights, and American Education week. Parents can also

communicate with teachers during Parent-Teacher conferences and access important information through the Realtime Parent Portal.
