Teachers: All classroom teachers

Administrators: Principals, assistant principals, supervisors, coordinators, directors, and other central-office administrators, as well as superintendents and other district-level administrators

Experience: Experience is based on information submitted by districts on all their staff members. For purposes of this report, the ESSA Educator Equity and federal reporting requirements, NJDOE has defined teachers as "inexperienced" if they have fewer than four years of prior experience in a given
district. The tables below report on "experienced" teachers and administrators for federal reporting purposes.

Out-of-Field: A teacher is labeled "out-of-field" if they are potentially teaching outside their area of certification. This could occur if the teacher cannot be found in the NJDOE's certification system, if their job code does not match their certification, of if the teacher has an expired certificate.
Provisional Teacher: A teacher with provisional certifications is a fully certified novice teacher of record who must meet further requirements of evaluation and mentoring during their induction into the profession before being granted "standard" or permanent certification.

Student Health and Wellness:

Parents are actively engaged in the schools within the Bethlehem Township School District. From volunteering in classrooms to leading learning activities,

Parent and Community Involvement:
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The Bethlehem Township School District has been investing in updating our buildings to ensure a safe, conducive learning environment for all students and
staff. From new lighting projects to general maintenance, various projects have been completed and will continue to be completed moving forward.

Facilities:

School safety and security has been a top priority of the Bethlehem Township School District. A new visitor management system has been implemented in
each building which requires all visitors to provide identification that is then scanned across several background check databases. This process MUST be
completed prior to any visitor entering the schools. The NJ State Police have worked with the BTSD to ensure that best practices are in place for all
emergency procedures and continue to have a daily presence in each school building. The interior and exterior of each building is monitored by a video
School Safety: surveillance system. The BTSD participates in all required monthly emergency drills.

The BTSD has invested resources to increase the available technology to its students, including 1:1 Chromebooks for students in grade 6-8. This rollout will
continue in each budget cycle to provide 1:1 Chromebooks to students from grades 2-8. The addition of Promethean Boards in seven classrooms, is the
first stage of the interactive panel rollout process. Again, the BTSD will continue to purchase these devices until each classroom is equipped with a
Promethean Panel. All students in grades K-8 participate in the district's STEM program, focused on the Engineering & Design process. Students engage
Technology and STEM: with topics such as coding, robotics, building and design, as well as other areas that fall within the STEM field.
